Marketing/PCD: Ms. Lutters reported the Village was awarded $50,000.00 for an Airpark feasibility study.  The PCD will be the sub-recipient of that money.  The goal is to understand the needs of the Airpark and the potential for development.  A steering committee has been appointed by the Mayor to work directly with the consultant.
