Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as presented.  
Approval of December 11, 2014, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:

3. Claims: 1st sentence-change to Commissioner Watkins questioned a bill for monthly petroleum tax.

OLD BUSINESS

Security Substation: Administrator Graham reported he, Gas Supervisor Chris Carhart, and Line Foreman Bart King reviewed the plans and sent them back to McFarland Johnson.  We are waiting to hear back from the State.
Fence: The Commission discussed a letter that was in the Mid-York Weekly.  Administrator Graham has contacted McFarland Johnson and the contractor.  They will be here tomorrow to walk the fence.  Administrator Graham stated that the trail is going to be different than it was.  There will definitely be a trail, we just need to be patient as the project is not finished.  The Commission will draft a letter, for the Mayor’s approval, updating the residents.  Commissioner Kliman stated that the trail by the fence is bumpy.  The entire fence is up.  The gates will be installed after the Security Substation is built.  The cameras are installed and ready for operation.  
DiNardo Contract: We are waiting to receive a signed contract from Mr. DiNardo.  Administrator Graham will send Mr. DiNardo an email tomorrow.
Cell Tower Update: Chairman Albrecht stated that he will contact Mr. John Stockton on January 19, to get an update.  Commissioner Steneri reported he believes the tower is now a non-issue.
Hamilton Animal Hospital Land Purchase: Chairman Albrecht reported an archeological survey needs to be done before the land, next to the Animal Hospital, can be sold, which the buyer would pay for.  Administrator Graham will check his files for what was previously discussed with Dr. Frank Martorana, DVM.
NEW BUSINESS                  
Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financials.  Revenue is at 19%, expenses at 19%.  The Gross Profit is down for December due to no JetA sales, sales tax payment due, snowplowing expenses, and Town & County taxes.
RFQ: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported nine requests were sent out.  McFarland Johnson and Passero Associates were the only two that submitted a proposal.  The Commission will review the proposals for discussion at next month’s meeting.  
ESCO: WE are paying an ESCO for electricity at the Airport.  We do not know who signed us up for that or when it happened.  We are trying to straighten this out with NYSEG.  Administrator Graham stated that if the Security Substation is built, he will be proposing that the Village extend our electric to the Airport.

A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and unanimously carried.
