Old Business
Security Substation

Director Graham reported the State and MJ are conversing to try to find funding.

SRE Building

No report.  Commissioner Steneri asked Director Graham the outcome of the Mayor’s trip to Albany.  Director Graham has not heard any information regarding the trip or if it even took place.

Fence Project

MJ called Director Graham to discuss the location of the fence.  Where MJ proposes to locate the fence would result in the need for DEC mitigation program or wetland mediation of approximately 2 acres.  Director Graham made a sketch and emailed it to MJ with an alternate location of the fence, the south end (east side), along Mr. Hillman’s property.  This would result in only having to mitigate 1/3 of the wetland.  MJ will be presenting to the FAA.  The Village is investigating other Village owned properties for a wetland.

Website
Commissioner Kliman reported he has created a working website for the Airport.  He used a lot of the old information.  The website address is www.hamiltonnyairport.com.  Gwenn Parry has linked it to www.hamiltonny.com.  Commissioner Kliman would like newer photos to put on website.  Director Graham will contact Mark Parker for photos.  Commissioner Kliman is also looking for other information and wants to know what information would make the site more functional.  Clerk/Treasurer Winn asked Commissioner Kliman for his help with the Village of Hamilton’s website.  Commissioner Kliman stated he is rather busy, but will get names of individuals that may be able to assist the Village.  Commissioner Rowlett suggested the COVE.  Commissioner Clauss recommended Upstate Institute.

New Business

Waypoint Aviation

Chairman Albrecht introduced Ted Parry, CEO and President of Waypoint Aviation.  Mr. Parry expressed his appreciation for being able to operate at the Airport.  His business is working on obtaining a 141 for a flight school.  He outlined their plan for the future.  Chairman Albrecht read a letter from Mr. Johnson of the Colgate Alumni Council and Joanne Borfitz’s response.  Chairman Albrecht stated with the Commissions’ concurrence, he will inform Ms. Borfitz of the Commissions willingness to participate in talks.
Financial Report

Clerk/Treasurer Winn distributed the financial statement dated June 1- December 31, 2010.  Clerk/Treasurer Winn will generate income statements with back up for each meeting.  Two invoices from MJ were posted incorrectly which she explained would affect the statement.  Clerk/Treasurer Winn stated the process of tax relief for the Airport is underway, Mr. Roach is waiting on square footage breakdowns.  The adjusted net profit is $20,819.00.  Fuel sales are down, due to the weather.  Clerk/Treasurer Winn stated 58% of the year is completed and our revenues are at 61% and the total expanses are at 74%, which after adjustments are made, will be in line.  Capital fund accounts will be established for individual projects.  The Commissioners’ would like a master spreadsheet with all projects listed.  Commissioner Clauss stated that the Commissioners should take more responsibility and ownership of the budget and prepare it.  Clerk/Treasurer Winn will email the budget worksheets to all the Commissioners.

2010 Hangouts

*Master Plan Update-ALP-Chairman Albrecht stated if there are no objections or concerns, Director Graham will submit.

*Use of T Hangar for Storage-Commission needs to come up with a way to encourage or enforce the use of the hangars for operational aircraft and not just for storage.  Director Graham asked for the Commission to review the T hangar lease and to add Commissioner Rowlett’s suggestions.  The Pilot’s meeting will be in June 2011.

*White’s Property-all okay

*Security Request from TSA-Director Graham will email Commission to review.

*Hillman Property-Director Graham stated he has been trying to contact Mr. Hillman.  He will keep trying.
