Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:00pm.  
Public Comment:  None
Approval of Agenda: Agenda was approved as presented.
Approval of August 11, 2016, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested: 
A motion was made by Chairman Albrecht to approve the August 11, 2016 minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.

NEW BUSINESS  

ETrucks Presentation: Pat Bombard & Pam Frisch were asked to make a presentation to the Commission.  Mr. Bombard met with Administrator Graham and Administrative Assistant Mitchell last week.  Mr. Bombard is looking for 5 acres to build a 10,000 sq. ft. building to assemble ETrucks.  Mr. Bombard has received our preferred uses document and purchase offer agreement.  The FAA has changed the process for releasing property; it is now expected to take a minimum of 12 months instead of 90 days.  Mr. Bombard explained to the Commission his plans to build a zero emissions facility to assemble solar powered, light duty, low speed vehicles for municipalities, gated communities, universities and colleges for the Northeast.  They have chosen this location due to Colgate’s sustainability program and the Village’s utilities along with the central location to Binghamton, Route 20, Route 5, Syracuse, and the Thruway.  The Commission would like to see the financials and business plan.  The workforce will begin with 5 employees and within 5 years there will be 75-90 employees assembling 25-30 vehicles per day.  Commissioner Rowlett said several questions the Commission would want answered is:
1. Are you ready to build, do you have the finances?

2. Does the village have the correct resources?

3. What is the environmental impact?

4. What is the aviation impact?

5. Are you looking incentives?

6. Workforce?

7. Traffic?

Zach Staff asked if a glare assessment could be done.  Mr. Bombard would like the paperwork forwarded to him as he was unaware of this.  A subdivision form will also be sent to Mr. Bombard.  
Reg Wilson Property Release: Mr. Wilson asked for the status of the property Hamilton Animal Hospital contracted with the Village 11 years ago.  Administrator Graham stated an environmental assessment is needed as well as a Phase II archeological study.  A meeting with the FAA is scheduled in two weeks and this will be discussed.
OLD BUSINESS
T-Hangar design and build: Zach Staff gave an update stating the design stage is resuming.  The project will go out to bid mid to late spring with a June 1 start for construction and a move in date of October 1, 2017 for the 8-10 bay T-hangar.
UAV’s: Commissioner Rowlett reported on the change of rules by the FAA.  There will be different types of UAV operators.  We may need to revise our policy.
PCD Update: Commissioner Watkins distributed the draft minutes of the September meeting for the Commission to review.  Chairman Albrecht would like review the proposed list of stakeholders with Commissioner Watkins.
Trail Update: Administrator Graham reported that at the recent MUC meeting the trails were discussed.  The PCD along with the Village applied for a grant to modify the trails.  The MUC, along with Administrator Graham, have concerns that this modification could interfere with expansion of utilities and the installation of a new well.  
Airport Inspection: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported she and Commissioner Kliman were present for the inspection but has not received the report and is unaware of any infractions.
Security Substation: Phones are in.  Computers will be next.
FAA Hangar Use Policy: The pilot’s will get a reminder to look up the policy online with their next bill.
Fence Repair: The DPW repaired the fence.  The damage was minimal.
Fire Dept. Training: Administrative Assistant Mitchell stated she discussed with the Fire Chief who is looking for funding to hold training at the Airport.  
AWOS Inspection: A new surge protector needs to be purchased.  The MUC repaired the lights that were out.
Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financials.  Revenue is at 34%, expenses at 32%.  
Claims: Questions: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.
