Approval of September 10, 2015, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested: None

NYSOT Aviation Capital Grant Program: Administrator Graham stated that right now the Village has many projects going on and would recommend we wait until 2017 to apply for the grant.  Commissioner Rowlett asked if we could apply for the grant now but wait until 2017 to start the project and come up with the 10% match.  Administrator Graham will check and report back to the Commission.  The Commission agreed the capital projects priority is:
1. Security Substation

2. T-hangars

3. Terminal Project

4. GA Apron

5. New fuel facility

A motion was made by Commissioner Rowlett to recommend to the Board of Trustees to move forward with the grant contingent on the Village is not required to produce funds until 2017.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and unanimously carried.
Report on Tour with Senator Valesky: Chairman Albrecht reported on Senator Valesky’s visit to the Airport two weeks ago.  Chairman Albrecht stated the tour went well, they spent 40 minutes in conversation in the terminal after the tour discussing the Airport, the Airpark, the trails and the PCD’s involvement.
Fueling Training: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported on the 4 hour training that took place in the morning at the Airport with Ascent Aviation/World Fuels.  Village employees that attended were: administrative Assistant Mitchell, DPW Supervisor Randy Weaver, DPW Derek Buschor, and DPW John Fontaine.  Also in attendance were: Brad Booth, Mike Magnusson, and Rick Bargabos.  Administrative Assistant Mitchell stated the training was very informative.  Our record keeping is in good order but she may have a few ideas to make it better.  Labelling needs to be updated.
