Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:01pm.  
Public Comment:  None
Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as presented.  
Approval of October 16, 2014, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:
1. 2015 Meeting Schedule-change APC to Airport/Airpark Commission

A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the October 16, 2014, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Watkins and unanimously carried.

AOPA: Chairman Albrecht stated that with the death of our former AOPA rep, Jeff Rubenstein has agreed to be our new AOPA.
OLD BUSINESS

Security Substation: Administrator Graham reported he received an email from Denise Geraldi, NYS DOT Aviation Bureau, stating that we have received a no cost time extension and has been forwarded to the Comptroller’s Office.
Fence: The poles are going up; there have been field changes to accommodate the trails; there are concerns with the southeastern corner; the Commission decided that an article, Zach Staff will draft, should be written for the papers to keep the residents informed.  
Hillman Extension Update: Attorney Stokes had written a letter to Mr. Hillman regarding Mr. Hillman’s failure to perform post-closing construction.  Mr. Hillman has agreed to relinquish ownership of the property.  A new release will not need to be done.
DiNardo Contract: A draft of the contract was distributed to the Commission for review.  Any changes need to be forwarded to Administrative Assistant Mitchell by Monday.
Google Maps Feedback-Eddy Rd: Commissioner Kliman stated the trail is no longer labeled as Hamilton Airport and Eddy Rd has not been corrected.  Commissioner Rowlett then went on Google Maps and found that it had not been changed.  Commissioner Kliman will follow-up.
NOTAMS: Zach Staff reported the strict interpretation of the 20:1 “TERP’s” came from an incident a few years back at the Saratoga County Airport.  Since then, the FAA has been very strict on the enforcement of the 20:1 penetrations.  20:1 refers to 20ft on the ground, one foot of elevation.  PAPI’s are used to mitigate 20:1 obstructions at night.  Because the pilot at Saratoga was using PAPIs and still hit the tree, PAPIs are not a good mitigating factor.  Annual check-ups were done by the FAA and the NOTAM was issued.  The FAA received the information that was requested.  Trees were removed and NOTAMS now are only for category C to run way 35 night approach.
NEW BUSINESS                  
Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financials.  Revenue is at 17%, expenses at 14%.
Claims: Questions: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Watkins and unanimously carried.
FAA Hangar Use Policy: A copy of the FAA Hangar-Use Policy, from www.aviationpros.com was circulated through the Commission.  
Verizon Cell Towers: Commissioner Steneri reported that Verizon has approached the HOA to discuss installing cell towers on the “common area” property.   The Commission is concerned with interference with flight patterns.
Commissioners Term Update: Upon approval of the Airport/Airpark Commission Charter, the terms need to be staggered.  The new term expiration dates will be:  Commissioner Rowlett 2015, Commissioner Kliman & Commissioner Watkins 2016, Chairman Albrecht & Commissioner Steneri 2017.
Andy Sabol Request: Mr. Sabol is requesting to be allowed to purchase aircraft fuel in approved containers to take off Airport Property.  The Commission is concerned with the liability.  Administrative Assistant Mitchell will draft a letter for the Commission to review listing the reasons why this will not be allowed: liability, state tax laws, not allowed in vehicles other than aircraft.
Next Meeting will be December 11, 2014, at 4:00pm, at the Airport.
Adjournment: There being no other business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Steneri made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Watkins and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:25pm.
