Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:03pm.  
Public Comment:  None
Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as presented.  
Approval of November 12, 2015, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:
1. PCD Tour: Delete the sentence that starts with Chairman Albrecht.

A motion was made by Commissioner Rowlett to approve the November 12, 2015 minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Watkins and unanimously carried.

OLD BUSINESS

Procurement of Static Aircraft/update: Commissioner Steneri reported that he will be adding this statement to the draft letter that will be sent out requesting an aircraft for display at the Airport, “additionally, the site will be incorporated into the existing Southern Madison Heritage Trust trail system”.
FYI/Marketing Materials from PCD:  Chairman Albrecht reported the Commission has received the materials from the PCD
Deer Culling Sites: Possible sites will be at the South end, outside the fence.  The permit for the Airport could be year round.  The Commission discussed whether the trails will need to be closed.  The sites may need to be moved to keep the trails open.  Administrative Assistant Mitchell will consult with Chief Gifford and the Mayor.
Fuel Procurement Review: Commissioner Rowlett explained his analysis from reviewing the fuel information provided by Village Clerk Scheckler.  His projections for raising the rent to $300.00, $350.00, etc. with corresponding fuel rebates were reviewed.  A 40% rent increase was discussed.  No action was taken.
White Property: The Trustees decided the rent will go to the General Fund since the sale of property will go to the Airport Fund.  The Commission does not agree with this and will draft a letter to the Trustees.
NEW BUSINESS  
CBGB Grant for Feasibility Study at the Airpark: Ms. Marotta-Lutters distributed a list of items being focused on: inventory of infrastructure and utility needs and estimated costs, analysis of market demand for various industries, analysis of constructing an incubator building, collaboration opportunities with Colgate, and build out scenarios.  The PCD will also look at reasons why other businesses chose not to build at the Airpark.  Administrator Graham reported he has been contacted regarding a piece of property at the Airpark.
Cell Phone Overage: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported because of the Security Substation she has exceeded her minutes.  She would like to be reimbursed.  A motion was made by Commissioner Rowlett to recommend to the Board of Trustees that Administrative Assistant Mitchell be reimbursed for any overages relating to Airport/Airpark business from this day forward.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and unanimously carried.
Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financials.  Revenue is at 30%, expenses at 51%.
Claims: Questions: New truck
A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.
Executive Session: A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to enter into an executive session at 5:12pm to discuss contractual matters.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and unanimously carried.  The motion was made by Commissioner Watkins to exit the executive session at 5:34pm.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.  No action was taken.
