Public Present: Sam Cooper; Sherry Thompson
Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:01pm.  
Public Comment: Sherry Thompson asked if the security substation (she is concerned with light, noise and activity so close to the residents on Airport Road) will be located behind the Ammon’s.  She asked if the DPW will be building a new facility at the Airpark, the Commission reported there are no plans at this time that they are aware of.  Ms. Thompson asked the location of the new T-Hangars, the Commission reported that the plan is to take down one of the wooden hangars and put the new t-hangars in that general area.
Approval of Agenda: Administrative Assistant Mitchell asked to add under New Business, EA Report.  The agenda was approved as amended.
Approval of January 15, 2015, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:
1. Fence-5th sentence-change “and” to “as”, last sentence delete “up and operational” to “installed and ready for operation”

2. Cell Tower Update-change none to non

3. Hamilton Animal Hospital Land Purchase-change Martorano to Martorana, 1st sentence-add “next to Animal Hospital” after “land”
4. RFQ-Change Passerow to Passero

A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and unanimously carried.
OLD BUSINESS

Security Substation: 
Fence/Trail Time Table: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported the contractor has been made aware of our issues with the trail.  The contractor was hoping to work on the trail, but because of the latest snowstorm, no further work can be done until the spring thaw.  Commissioner Kliman asked that the trail work be complete before the run scheduled for May 2, 2015. 
Proposal to Five Trees HOA / Verizon Cell Phone Towers: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported AeroSmith Developers, on behalf of Verizon, has contacted the Village requesting to install a cell tower at the Village’s water tank.
Commissioner Steneri reported that Verizon has contacted the HOA at Five Trees requesting to install a cell tower on their HOA property and has provided Five Trees with lease agreements.

The Commission has several concerns with the proposed ADL height of the tower, the Part 77 obstruction, the effect on neighbors, zoning, and would like more details/clarity from AeroSmith, especially the exact height of the proposed tower.  
NEW BUSINESS                 
Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financials.  Revenue is at 21%, expenses at 20%.  Treasurer Henderson asked the Commissioners to review the preliminary budget and give her their input.  
Chenango Canal Association Run/Walk: The Commission is in favor of having the run use Airport property for their run.  
Airpark Business Sign: The current sign is outdated.  Administrative Assistant Mitchell will work on and email the Commission with options for the next meeting.
EA Report: This is part of the master plan.  Zach Staff, from McFarland Johnson, asked if the Commission would like it posted in the Library, Village Office, NextDoorHamilton, radiofreehamilton.com, and newspapers for Village resident to review and submit written questions to the Commission.
Claims: Questions: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.
