PRESENT  

Chairman Carl Albrecht; Commissioners Roger Rowlett, Anne Clauss, Harvey Kliman, Art Steneri; Director of Utilities and Public Works Sean Graham; Clerk/Treasurer Ronda Winn; Trustee Miller.  

PUBLIC PRESENT 
Zach Staff, Jennifer Zonin, and Jeff Wood from McFarland Johnson via conference call.

Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

Approval of Agenda 
Approved as written.

Parallel Taxiway Phase II

Commissioner Clauss reviewed the overall scope of the project and where funds come from.  Local funds are generated by the sale of land at the Airport.  The sale of land fund balance had been reviewed by Clerk/Treasurer Winn and Commissioner Clauss prior to today’s meeting.  There is approximately $19,000.00 in this fund.  This is the amount the Commission has for local share.  

Director Graham stated the grant for Phase II of the Taxiway has not been applied for.  This was confirmed by Zach Staff.  The figures presented are just an estimate based on historical data.  The total project cost is $1,150,000.00.  The FAA share is (95%) $1,092,000.00.  The DOT share

is $28,750.00.  The APC/Village share is $28,750.00.  These numbers are estimated.  This price includes the wetland mitigation.  The design of Phase II was paid by the Phase I grant.  Zach Staff explained this one large grant included the construction of Phase I taxiway and the design of Phase II.  The numbers are based on cost estimates.  The grant is based on bids.  The bidding is anticipated to begin later this Spring.  Commissioner Clauss stated $28,750.00 is needed for the local share and we have $19,000.00 available.  Director Graham stated all the geotechnical and interpretive display costs were included in Phase I.  Phase II is just construction and wetland mitigation.  Clerk/Treasurer Winn requested clarification from MJ of project numbers and if any expenses are associated with Phase II.  Chairman Albrecht asked if placement of the wetlands at the northeast side of the runway would result in a cost increase.  Mr. Staff stated that would not result in any added cost.  He stated to construct wetland mitigation would come as part of the Phase II grant.  Mr. Staff stated this was built into the grant numbers.  Clerk/Treasurer Winn stated she is unsure of the sale of land fund because of expenses associated with MJ project #31 that she was unaware of.  Expenses are estimated at $1,875.00. 
Wetlands Mitigation

Chairman Albrecht stated the Commissioners have agreed on the section adjacent to Woodman’s Pond near the northeast end of the runway for the wetlands and that there are ways to mitigate the likelihood of waterfowl and other hazards to aviation.  Director Graham stated two other properties were considered.  One is owned by Sandra MacKinnon and the other by Mrs. Lewis.  This grant encompasses two projects.  The south end fence project and the taxiway project.  Impact would be .5 acres, with 3/4-1 acre mitigation.  Director Graham stated the fence project is a NYS DOT, 0 match, grant.  Commissioner Kliman stated there is an adjacent parcel owned by Andy Migonis that was also considered, but would have attracted more waterfowl.  Jeff Wood stated that there are plantings that can deter waterfowl.  Director Graham stated the retention pond at the southend definitely has attracted more geese and due to this, the water must be kept to a minimum.  Director Graham stated the Commission needs to decide if the Phase II taxiway will be in the budget for BOT approval.  The Commission will also need to give MJ directions on how to proceed with the wetlands at the northeast end of the runway.  Also there is an AIP $700,000.00 grant, with $70,000.00 local match for T Hangars to be determined if it will be in the budget.  Commissioner Rowlett stated the payoff is only five years and this is an income generating project.  A recommendation will be needed by the APC to the BOT.

Budget
Commissioner Clauss led the discussion on the budget and the line items needed.  The Commissioners would like an electronic copy by 2/7/11 for review.

The next meeting of the APC will be Thursday, February 17, 2011, at 4:00pm, at the Airport.

There being no further business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Steneri made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Clauss and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 1:40pm.
