Security Substation

Director Graham reported he had a meeting scheduled with undersheriff John Ball that was postponed.  He hopes to reschedule for next week.  Undersheriff Ball is putting together an application for $360,000-$400,000.00 to help match the grant with us.

Fence Project

Director Graham reported Tom Wirickx, environmentalist, did soil and vegetation investigations today.  We may be able to move the wetland off premises.  Commissioner Kliman, Tom Wirickx, and Bill Todd, from the Southern Madison Heritage Trust, did a site visit to the Leland Reserve on Preston Hill.  Commissioner Kliman distributed a site plan and aerial map for the Commission to review.  The wetland mitigation does not need to be located in the Village.  The SMHT Board is in favor of this idea.  Tom Wirickx will be in contact with the Upper Susquanna Coalition.  They may be able to help with funding, legal expenses, and maintenance.

New Business

Ed Vantine, Class of 1956 Reunion Chairman

Mr. Ed Vantine presented his idea to the APC to rent a biplane and have it fly over Hamilton during Alumni Weekend.  He has been in contact with Mark Parker and Don Williams.  He has no definite plans at this time.  He does not need permission from the APC to have plane rides at the Airport, but it is recommended he contact Waypoint Aviation, the operator of the Airport.
Financial Report/Budget

Director Graham distributed the financials from Clerk/Treasurer Winn to the Commission.  Chairman Albrecht stated if there are any questions to email  Clerk/Treasurer Winn and cc him.  We are 83.33% through the year.  Revenues at 72%, expenses at 77%.  Commissioner Clauss distributed her financial statement.  Both statements were reviewed by the Commission.

T Hangar Lease

Director Graham reported he emailed the lease to Chairman Albrecht and Commissioner Rowlett for changes and now Attorney Jim Stokes should review.

Wildlife-FAA

The FAA has reported you cannot build wetlands on an Airport.  They also stated you cannot have agricultural property at the Airport.  Zach Staff, from MJ, told Director Graham that as long as the property is 250 feet from the center line, we are okay.  No action is needed at this time.

Director Graham received information and met with Shumaker Engineering.  The business is owned by Linda Shumaker.  The gentleman Director Graham spoke with was Larry Fairchild.  Director Graham stated he was impressed by what was presented and they will be doing a pre-DWSRF application for a downtown project.
