Present: Chairman Carl Albrecht; Commissioners: Keith Watkins, Harvey Kliman, and Roger Rowlett; Village Administrator Sean Graham; Treasurer Mary Ann Henderson: Administrative Assistant Nancy Mitchell
Absent: Commissioner Steneri
Public Present: Bill Groetz
Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:01pm.  
Public Comment: Bill Groetz stated that he had an issue with the runners from the Chenango Canal Association Fun Run last weekend blocking the entrance to Airport Road.  Commissioner Kliman will address this with the Association.  Mr. Groetz also asked if the contractor who did the work on the taxiway/apron could come back to fix the area that continues to flood.  Administrator Graham stated it will remain flooding until another grant is received to upgrade this area.
Approval of Agenda:  Commissioner Kliman asked to have the website added to the agenda under new business.  The agenda was approved as amended.  
Approval of April 17, 2015, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to accept the minutes of the April 17, 2015, meeting as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Watkins and unanimously carried.

OLD BUSINESS

Security Substation:  Administrator Graham reported this project is out to bid, with the bid opening scheduled for June 3rd at 1pm.  Work should commence the end of July.  
T-hangar delay-Financial Concern: Treasurer Henderson researched for the Commission the Airport Fund-Sale of Property, previous minutes, and financial statements to determine if the $154,000.00 land sale money was ever transferred to the Capital Fund as originally thought.  Mike Magnusson looked through the proposed budget and found a calculation error in the detail of the line item of the 2015-2016 budget regarding the fuel farm transfer to general line $153,990.00 to $156,990.00 but the total that was adopted is correct 239,990.00.  
NEW BUSINESS  
Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financials.  Revenue is at 27%, expenses at 25%.
FAA Meeting Request: Administrative Assistant Mitchell explained she was contacted by phone by Aviation Across America to have our Airport host a meeting with the FAA, Congressman Hanna, and the Village to discuss some of the issues that may affect our Airport.  No action was taken.
Address: Commissioner Kliman stated that our address is 6610 Airport Road and really we are on Wings Way.  Administrator Graham reported that we do not determine addresses but can ask the 911 Center to change it.
FOB Replacement: Administrator Graham reported that Lew Peterson is expected to retire in August.  The Commission will need to discuss options to operate the Airport.  In the 2005 pilots meeting, the pilots requested an ANP & an IA on site and someone who could pump fuel.  One option is to rent the space with no services.  Another option is to hire 1.5 staff funded by increasing hangar rent.  Another option is an operator service, similar to Mr. Peterson’s current agreement.  Another option is having an FBO (fixed based operator).  Potential insurance requirements and funding a self-serve fueling was discussed.  Advertising the position was discussed.  Administrator Graham will draft the advertisement.  The last option discussed was to create a village position ANP & IA.  
The Environmental Assessment that was at the Library for public review 
Website: Commissioner Kliman stated that approximately 50 people a day visit the Airport website.  
Claims: Questions: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Watkins to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and unanimously carried.
Next Meeting will be June 11, 2015, at 4:00pm, at the Village Office.
Adjournment: There being no other business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Kliman made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Watkins and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:35pm.
