Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:04pm.

Approval of Agenda:  Commissioner Steneri added Static Aircraft to Old Business.  Agenda was approved as amended.

NEW BUSINESS  

OLD BUSINESS
Fence: Chairman Albrecht asked for a report at the next meeting on the tree that fell on a portion of the fence in June from Administrative Assistant Mitchell.
Incident Report with Protocol: Administrative Assistant Mitchell was asked to contact Attorney Stokes and report back to the Commission at the August meeting.

Static Aircraft Procurement: Chairman Albrecht would like the website information that Administrative Assistant Mitchell discussed at last month’s meeting.  She will contact Officer Janczuk for that information for the August meeting

Commissioner Steneri would like a follow-up memo sent to Captain Sterling Gilliam USN (Retired) and LT GEN John Hudson USAF (Ret.) because the Commission did not receive a response from the original letters that were sent out months ago.  Chairman Albrecht will draft.
Empty Hangar: Chairman Albrecht asked if there was any progress on filling the empty hangars.  Administrative Assistant Mitchell stated that whenever she is at the Airport she asked the guys for a list.  The Commission suggested offering an incentive, such as for every referral from a current renter, that signs a one year lease, the current renter would receive one free month’s rent.  Commissioner Kliman also suggested putting an ad on the Airport website and AOPA Rubenstein suggested putting the ad on Hamilton.nextdoor.com.  Chairman Albrecht would like to meet with Administrative Assistant Mitchell and Village Clerk Scheckler to explore the financial implications of offering an incentive.
Security Substation Update: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported things are winding down.  The contractor has the punch-list.  There is a leak in the roof that needs to be addressed.  The cost of security changes that had to be made will be incurred by McFarland Johnson.
Trail Update: Commissioner Kliman reported the committee has met with the Village of Hamilton, the Town of Eaton and the Town of Madison to discuss the portion of the trail in each municipality that the committee would like to focus on.  The committee will be following portions of the original Cornell proposal and have been working on budgets for each municipality’s portion of the trail.  The municipalities will be offering in-kind services such as labor.  Jennifer Marotto-Lutters noted that there is up to $500,000.00 in available funds.  Once awarded the committee will have five years to implement and complete the plan.  Commissioner Kliman stated that improving the trails will have economic benefits for the Village.
NY Soars Grant: Jennifer Marotto-Lutter’s reported on a possible grant opportunity for the Airport.  She asked for guidance from the Commission as to how to proceed.  The Commission thought a self-service fuel farm would fit the criteria for the grant.  Commissioner Rowlett will draft a narrative to submit with the grant.
Feasibility Study: Jennifer Marotto-Lutter’s reported a consultant has been hired.  They have estimated a 7 month timeline to complete their marketing plan.  The contract is currently under review.
Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financials.  Revenue is at 5%, expenses at 5%.  Auditors will be at the Village office July 18-22.
Claims: Questions: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and unanimously carried.
