Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:00pm.

Approval of Agenda: Agenda was approved as presented.
Approval of July 14, 2016, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:

A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the July 14, 2016 minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and unanimously carried.

NEW BUSINESS  

Wind Turbines: The Commission discussed the new proposed turbines on the ridge west of Nine Mile Swamp.  The closest turbine will be 5.5miles from the Airport.  The Commission discussed the impact of the turbines with marketing of the Airport.  Chairman Albrecht would like the Trustees to know the concerns of the Commission regarding the proposed turbines.  AOPA Rubenstein stated he believes that the new proposed turbines would have low/no impact on marketing the Airport.  Commissioner Rowlett stated he believes only helicopters would be impacted.  Administrative Assistant Mitchell will contact McFarland Johnson to get their input on instrument approach patterns.  
Airport Car Use Form: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported there was an incident over the weekend which has prompted the drafting of this form.  The Commission is not in favor of the “Courtesy Car Agreement” and stated posting the rules for using the courtesy car in the terminal should be sufficient.  All comments should be forwarded to Administrative Assistant Mitchell.  
Airport Inspection: The DOT will be at the Airport on 8/17/16 to perform a 5010 safety inspection.
FAA Conference Call: There will a conference call with the FAA to review the Airports Capital Projects schedule in October.
OLD BUSINESS
Security Substation Update: Most of the punch list items have been addressed.  The fence and door security will be installed in September.  The grant close out will be February 2017.
Drone Seminar: After attending a drone seminar, Administrative Assistant Mitchell updated the drone policy that she distributed to the Commission.  
Incident Report with Protocol: Administrative Assistant Mitchell distributed a draft of an incident/property report form to the Commission.  
Hangar Use Policy: The Commission discussed the “FAA CLARIFIES HANGAR-USE POLICY” press release.  The Commission would like the link to the FAA website added to the September billing.
Hangar Ad/ Empty Hangars: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported the metal hangars are full.  She suggested trying to develop a new list for the new hangars available next summer.
T-Hangar Design & Build Schedule: The Commission would like to move forward with the T-Hangar project.  Administrative Assistant Mitchell will bring to the Trustees meeting next week.
Trail Update: Commissioner Kliman reported the grant has been submitted and is very hopeful because three municipalities were included in the grant.  
NY Soars Grant: Administrative Assistant will check to see if an Airport brochure would qualify for this grant.  
Fence: No update
Static Aircraft Procurement: Chairman Albrecht will draft a letter to the Navy.  Administrative Assistant Mitchell shared information she received from Officer Janczuk regarding Federal Excess Property Program.
Fire Dept: Chairman Albrecht asked whether the Fire Dept still performs drills at the Airport as they had done in the past.  Chairman Albrecht will contact Fire Chief Murray.
Proposed Maintenance Plan: A motion was made by Commissioner Rowlett to approve the Proposed Maintenance Plan as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.
Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financials.  Revenue is at 15%, expenses at 11%.

A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and unanimously carried.
