APPROVED MINUTES 


Present: Chairman Carl Albrecht; Commissioners: Art Steneri, Roger Rowlett and Harvey Kliman; Board of Trustees member: RuthAnn Loveless; Attorney Stokes, AOPA Jeff Rubenstein; Administrative Assistant Nancy Mitchell

Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:05pm.

Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as presented

Approval of July 9, 2015, meeting minutes: Change requested: next meeting to be held at the Airport not the Village Office.

A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the July 9, 2015, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and unanimously carried

Financial Report: A question was asked by Commissioner Rowlett: Why is the deficit showing in operations? Chairman Albrecht would like Adm. Asst. to ask the Treasurer for clarification prior to approving the report.

Claims: reviewed by Commissioner Kliman, there were no questions.
A motion was made by Chairman Kliman to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.

New Business:
Hamilton Deer Program: Commissioner Kliman reviewed the planned deer culling program. It is to begin on September 3, 2015 and continue for 4 weekends; skipping the weekend of Colgate Homecoming. Specific concerns to the Airport/Airpark are: 2 sites are planned on Airport property, outside of the fence and there will be an Aerial Survey of the area deer population done by drone. The commission stressed as a whole that the Village be notified when the drone will be flying.

Old Business:
Trail Update: Adm. Assistant Mitchell reported that Zack from MJ has been working with the DEC for what can be done to repair the trail within a 1/10th of an acre parameter to avoid Mitigation of Wetlands. Commissioner Kliman reported that the DPW is working on rerouting the trail through the woods with wood chips so that it can be walked on.
Static Aircraft Display: Commissioner Steneri reported that he has reached out to Scott Willey to inquire about a Static Airplane Display to be possibly located on Airport property. 

Airport Operator Agreement: Attorney Stokes explained that the Board of Trustees had approved a modified form of the recommended Airport Operator Agreement. He explained that it removed the Repair/Maintenance and Leasing portions of the original contract for insurance purposes. Separate considerations for those would have to be dealt with in the future. He then recommended an Executive Session be entered into for Attorney Client Privilege. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to enter into Executive Session to engage in attorney-client privileged discussions with the Village Attorney at 4:50pm. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and unanimously carried.

Executive Session concluded at 5:03 PM.

A motion was made by Commissioner Rowlett to recommend to the Board of Trustees to recommend approval of the Revised Airport Operator Agreement with Bargabos Earthworks, Inc., doing business as Eagle View Flight, dated August 6, 2015, which provides that Eagle View Flight will maintain its own general liability insurance and the Village will provide Hanger Keeper’s insurance coverage to Eagle View Flight as an additional insured on the Village’s policy at an estimated additional cost to the Village of $2,185. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.

Other Business:
Commissioner Rowlett wants to add to next month’s agenda a discussion on Marketing the Airport, not just the Airpark. He would like the commission to think of ways to attract Jet business to the airport and would like to include the new marketing director hired by the PCD.

Next Meeting will be September 10, 2015, at 4:00pm, at the Airport.

Adjournment: There being no other business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Steneri made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:10pm.
