(possible) Procurement of Static Aircraft: Commissioner Steneri asked permission to draft a letter to obtain an aircraft for display at the Airport, which was given.  Deanna Stoddard offered to help with this project.
NEW BUSINESS  
Marketing the Airport/Airpark: Jennifer Marotto-Lutter:  Ms. Marotto-Lutter was asked to give a brief summary of her experience/background in economic development and gave several examples of regional resources she anticipates using to develop a marketing strategy.  Chairman Albrecht explained the history of the Airport/Airpark to Ms. Marotto-Lutter.  A tour of the Airport will be scheduled in the next few weeks.
Deer Program-Nuisance Permit: Administrative Assistant Mitchell explained the Airport can obtain a nuisance permit per the DEC.  The Commission decided to wait until October or November to apply for the nuisance permit.  A formalized wildlife management program was discussed.  Zach Staff is fairly certain the Airport would qualify for a grant to fund such a program.
Financial Report: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financials.  Revenue is at 11%, expenses at 35%.
