Present: Chairman Carl Albrecht; Commissioners: Keith Watkins, Art Steneri, and Roger Rowlett (4:07pm); Village Administrator Sean Graham; Trustee Jennifer Servedio; Mayor Margaret Miller
Public Present: None
Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:00pm.  
Public Comment:  None
Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as presented.  
Approval of August 14, 2014, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:
1. Birnie Bus-change D’Aiuto to D’Aluto

2. USAF Feedback-change reported to report, add Team after Force

A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the August 14, 2014, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and unanimously carried.
OLD BUSINESS

Fence: Administrator Graham read an email from Turner Bradford that he received during the meeting on his phone.  There were five companies that bid the project.  The low bidder was GB Hastie Fence with a base bid of $337,408.35; Alt #1 bid of $128,984.00; Alt #2 bid of $142,265.80 for a total of $608,658.15.  McFarland Johnson recommends awarding the project to GB Hastie Fence.  A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute the contract with GB Hastie Fence for the fence project at the Airport as per McFarland Johnson recommendation.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Watkins and unanimously carried.  
Security Substation: Administrator Graham reported he heard from Denise Gherardi, from NYS DOT, and the State is increasing the amount of the grant by $576,500.00 to reflect the estimated total cost of the project.  The amount is to include $891,000.00 for construction of substation, with $41,500.00 for construction of the previously installed water main, and $143,000.00 for the initial design rebidding and administration for a total of $1,075,500.00.  Once amendment is issued, with the supplemental funds, no additional funds will be available through the DOT for this project.  Administrator Graham reported he had a conversation with Police Chief Rick Gifford and DPW Supervisor Randy Weaver who have suggested building the Police Station down at the old DPW building.
Commissioner Rowlett stated it was his understanding that this grant was not just for the substation but a whole suite of security improvements to the Airport and is in favor of moving forward with the grant and the substation project.  Commissioner Steneri is also in favor of moving forward.  A motion was made by Commissioner Rowlett to recommend to the Board of Trustees to accept the DOT grant on terms as provided.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and unanimously carried.
Hillman Extension Update: Mr. Hillman was not present.  Administrator Graham will contact Attorney Jim Stokes to draft a letter to Mr. Hillman.
Charter: The Commission would like the latest version (8/19/14) emailed to them.  
Birnie Bus: Mayor Miller reported she had a discussion with Birnie Bus and they are still interested in property at the Airpark, but this is their busy time of the year, the Mayor will contact them again at a later date.
Marketing Committee Update: A tentative meeting is scheduled for October 2, 2014, to meet with Mr. DiNardo.  
USAF Feedback: discussed last month, take off agenda
Fly-In Breakfast: discussed last month, take off agenda

NEW BUSINESS                 
Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson was not in attendance.  No report.
FAA Funded Hangars: Administrator Graham reported that we received a grant for $608,000.00 for the taxiway apron expansion.  The low bid came in at $660,934.02 from Bollands.  There are two task orders from McFarland Johnson; Task order #8-$89,700.00-construction of tee hangar apron and taxi lane project.  Task order #9-$24,954.00-for an 8-10 Bay tee hangar engineering design and bidding services.  The total amount of project costs is $720,523.00, with a local share of $36,026.00 that has already been budgeted.  A motion was made by Commissioner Rowlett to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute task orders 8& 9 and accept the bid from Bollands for $660, 934.02.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.
Google Map: Commissioner Kliman explained to the Commission that there are two labels on Google maps that were incorrect regarding the Hamilton Airport.  Commissioner Kliman would like permission to contact Google on behalf of the Commission to try to get this corrected.  Administrator Graham stated that one of the mistakes is on property in the Town of Eaton and that Commissioner Kliman would need to contact the Town first.  Commissioner Kliman was given the go ahead to try to resolve this issue.
Claims: Questions: Commissioner Kliman questioned the postage report.
A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.
Mayor Miller reported that Administrator Graham’s administrative assistant Nancy Mitchell will start work September 22, 2014.

Next Meeting will be October 16, 2014, at 4:00pm, at the Airport.
Adjournment: There being no other business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Steneri made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:05pm.
