APPROVED MINUTES 
Present: Chairman Carl Albrecht; Commissioners: Roger Rowlett, Art Steneri and Harvey Kliman; Trustee Sam Cooper; Treasurer MaryAnn Henderson; Village Administrator Sean Graham; Attorney Jim Stokes
Public Present: None
Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:00pm.  Chairman Albrecht welcomed the new Trustee liaison, Sam Cooper.
Public Comment: None 
Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as presented.  
Approval of July 10, 2013, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and carried.
OLD BUSINESS

Security Substation/Fence: Administrator Graham reported that he has checked with the contractors and they are holding their pricing.  McFarland Johnson’s Bill Verfiss is still in contact with the State, but has not received any definitive answers.
Wind Turbine-Letter from Mayor to Town of Madison Supervisor: Administrator Graham reported that the letter was sent to Supervisor Bono from the Town of Madison.  He stated that we should be receiving a letter asking if the Village would like to be lead agency from the SEQR process regarding the wind turbine project. 
Marketing Initiatives-Advertising: Ben Eberhardt, from the Colgate Inn, has stated he would like to hang a banner at the Airport during special events where aircraft would be flying in to advertise the Colgate Inn.  The Commission is unsure what sign laws would apply.  Chairman Albrecht is concerned with setting a precedent.  Administrator Graham suggested putting up a kiosk.   Commissioner Kliman suggested using the website to allow those who wish to advertise.  No action was taken.  It will be revisited at the next meeting.
Fuel Pricing Incentive Change: The Commission is concerned with non-flying pilots.  Several aircraft have not flown in many years.  The lease agreement was reviewed.  The Commission invited Attorney Stokes to the meeting to discuss their options.  Attorney Stokes asked if there was a policy in writing on who the Airport will rent to.  Attorney Stokes suggested not renewing the lease of aircraft that is not air-worthy.  Incorporating guidelines into the lease was discussed.  Commissioner Rowlett suggested raising the rent $20-$40 per month, but rebate it back in fuel sales.  Administrator Graham will email the waiting list of pilots to Commissioner Steneri so he can contact them to see if any are still interested in leasing a hangar at the new rate.  Insurance certification will be checked for every pilot and requested from pilots yearly.  Changing the leases to yearly was also suggested.  Administrator Graham stated that the leases will be reviewed, a new lease will be drafted changing paragraph six to require pilots to submit insurance yearly and state the date of last annual inspection, increase the rent by $40.00 per month, and include a cover letter explaining the increase.  
Current Listing of Prospective Buyers: The Commission discussed working with an interested party to encourage them to purchase Airpark property.  There initially was some confusion over the assessed amount and the appraised amount.  New business waste water and its impact to the Village Waste Water Treatment Plant needs to be considered.
Plotter: Treasurer Henderson reported that the MUC had budgeted for the plotter and the cost will not be distributed to the other departments.

MetroAir: Administrator Graham reported that certified letters, drafted by Attorney Stokes, have been sent in an attempt to collect monies owed.  Legal action is the next step.
NEW BUSINESS                  
Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson reported that the gross profit as of July 31, 2013 is at 17%.  She reminded the Commission that we are heading into the slow season.
Airport Road Dead End: Administrator Graham stated that because the fence project has been modified, this is no longer an issue.
Natural Gas Line: Administrator Graham gave the commission an update on the progress of the project.
Special Events, MLB: The recent Major League Baseball jets that stopped at our Airport either purchased fuel or paid a handling fee.  Next year the Cooperstown Baseball Hall of Fame will be celebrating its 75th year which should affect the Airport.  Colgate Homecoming should attract many people this year.  Chairman Albrecht will contact Joanne Borfitz at Colgate to put something in the Alumni news.
Marketing Consultant: Chairman Albrecht reported that PCD Director, Shannon Mantaro, has a contact that may be willing to offer some free advice on ways to market the Airport.  The Commission would like to invite this contact to a meeting.
Claims: Commissioner Kliman questioned the Verizon Wireless bill.  Treasurer Henderson explained the breakdown and how it is applied.  A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and carried.
Next Meeting will be September 12, 2013, at 4:00pm, at the Airport.
Adjournment: There being no other business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Steneri made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:35pm.
