Approval of Agenda: Approved as written.
Approval of October 25, 2012, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:

A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the minutes as corrected.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Watkins and carried.
OLD BUSINESS

Security Substation: Administrator Graham reported that there was a conference call with the State of New York and the fence projects.  They wanted additional paperwork filed that was done on December 2, 2012.    
Marketing the Airpark: Chairman Albrecht stated he needs to get a task to Administrator Graham to get McFarland Johnson to help drafting an article.  Commissioner Steneri would like to incorporate the Colgate Aviation Club in the draft.  Chairman Albrecht will contact the Mid-York Weekly.
Website Committee: No news to report.  
Brink Purchase Offer: Administrator Graham reported that a surveyor has been out working for Mr. Brink.  Administrator Graham expects to hear from Mr. Brink in the next week.  
Bassett Healthcare: Administrator Graham reported he was contacted by Gaetano Brothers Construction inquiring about utility services at Madison Marketplace.  After they were told that the Village does not service Madison Marketplace they are interested in the Airpark property again.
Main Hangar Bi-fold Door: No repairs have been made as of today.
NEW BUSINESS

Financials: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financials and reported we are down to a 6% gain for the last six months.
Consultant RFP/Extension: Administrator Graham reported it is time to either renew with McFarland Johnson or put out an RFP for consulting services.  Administrator Graham is satisfied with MJ’s services.  Commissioner Rowlett stated that the last RFP did not produce any better options.   A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to recommend to the Trustees to extend the contract with MJ for another two years.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and carried.
PAPI Update: The FAA flew the PAPI’s and put up a NOTAM that closed traffic to the airport.  The FAA will re-fly on Tuesday.  The Commission explained the PAPIs to the Aviation Club.
Airport Property Taxes: Treasurer Henderson reported that in the past, the Airport property taxes have been paid by the general fund, water, electric, and sewer fund.  This will now be budgeted for.   An attorney will be retained to help us become tax exempt.  
A motion was made by Commissioner Watkins to approve and pay the claims.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and carried.
