APPROVED MINUTES 
Present: Chairman Carl Albrecht; Commissioners: Roger Rowlett, Keith Watkins, Art Steneri, and Harvey Kliman; Village Administrator Sean Graham; Trustee Sam Cooper
Absent: Treasurer Henderson
Public Present: Sherry Thompson; Katherine, Colgate Clean Water Coalition-COVE(4:35pm)
Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:06pm.  
Public Comment:  Ms. Thompson asked where new hangars would be located if they were to be built.  Administrator Graham stated that the Commission has not made a determination yet.  The  sites being considered are north, by Woodman’s Pond, or to replace one of the wooden hangars.
Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as presented.  
Approval of January 16, 2014, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:
1. Airport Sign-1st sentence delete “after emails”
A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and unanimously carried.
OLD BUSINESS

Security Substation/Fence: Administrator Graham reported that we still have not received word from the NYS DOT regarding funding (this project began on 2010).  We received an email from DOT requesting more information.  At 2:46pm yesterday, our consultants contacted the DOT stating that we have provided all the requested material and asked when funds will be allocated.  The consultants suggested a meeting that could include Senator Valesky to discuss the project.  No response yet from the DOT.    
Airport Sign: Commissioner Kliman stated that he contacted the Madison County Highway Superintendent, Joe Wasinski, who said they only do small, routine signs.  Commissioner Kliman then presented a quote from Voss Signs for an 8’x3’ runway side sign for $275.00; a driveway side sign 3’x1½’ for $67.95; plus a $40.00 set up fee.  A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to approve Voss Signs quote 993624 for $382.95 for two signs, with the Village to pick up.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Watkins and unanimously carried.
Hillman Extension Status: No new information
Rick Bargabos-Airpark Marketing Assistance: Chairman Albrecht expressed concern with  recent information he received regarding a possible ad hoc committee to be formed to assist the Commission with Airpark marketing.  He stated that Mr. Bargabos was asked provide the Commission with information about the proposed committee.  Administrator Graham also stated his concerns with having a committee of non-village taxpayers making decisions for the Airpark that could potentially affect the Village taxpayers.  The Commission thought an ad hoc committee that would report to the APC with a specific charter, with parameters, is in order.  Chairman Albrecht indicated he would discuss this with the Mayor.
8-10 Bay Tee Hangar Project: Administrator Graham reported we received notice of a grant for 8-10 tee hangars with an $83,000.00 match.  The total project is estimated at $830,000.00.  The Commission would like a project at the Airport that will generate revenue.  A motion was made by Commissioner Rowlett to recommend to the Trustees to move forward with the 8-10 bay tee hangar grant PIN 2915.67 with the New York State Department of Transportation.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and unanimously carried.
NEW BUSINESS                  
Financial Report/Budget: Administrator Graham distributed the financials.  Revenues are at 73%, expenses are at 56%.
5K Fun Run: Commissioner Kliman introduced Katherine, a Colgate student, explained to the Commission the plan, with map, to have a 6k fun run on April 13, 2014, at the Airport.  Parking would be at the Airport.  Administrator Graham stated that the group should contact the Town of Eaton and Madison County Sheriff’s Department because part of the run would be on Woodman Pond Road.  The start/finish would be at the Canal Sign at the Airport.  A certificate of insurance will be required.  Keeping runners/walkers off the south end of the runway is a major priority.  A meeting with Lew Peterson, manager at the Airport, will need to be scheduled.  The Commission would like a more detailed plan presented at the March meeting, but enthusiastically supported the idea of having a run at the Airport.
Claims: A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and unanimously carried.
Commissioner Steneri asked if all present received his new email address.

Next Meeting will be March 13, 2014, at 4:00pm, at the Airport.
Adjournment: There being no other business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Steneri made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 4:55pm.
