Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:03pm.

Public Comment:  Scott Mills, representing the Rotary/HBA committee responsible for the Father’s Day Fly-In Breakfast, asked permission from the Commission to have the event at the Airport on June 16, 2013.  Items discussed were parking, a handicap drop off area, and a more secure barricade by the helicopter.  Chairman Albrecht would like a meeting with Mr. Mills, Lew Peterson (Airport FBO), Administrator Graham and himself at the Airport.
Trustee Pangallo introduced Jen Servedio to the Commission.  Ms. Servedio will be replacing Trustee Pangallo on February 28, 2013, and will be the new liaison to the Commission.

Approval of January 17, 2013, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:

MetroAir: Administrator Graham reported that the hangar lease termination letters were sent out and that he has not received any word from MetroAir.
NEW BUSINESS

Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financials and reported our gross profit is 17%.  She reported that Colgate does not have plans to donate $15,000.00 this year and recommends taking this out of the budget.  Chairman Albrecht will contact Joanne Borfitz to discuss further.  Treasurer Henderson would like to add in the 2013-2014 budget $1,500.00 equipment maintenance expense.
Hillman Property:  Administrator Graham reported Mr. Hillman will be invited to the March meeting to brief the Commission on his construction plans.

Brink Offer:  Administrator Graham reported he has not heard from Mr. Brink, but observed stakes out on the property he is interested in and will contact him.
AOPA: At the last meeting, Jeff Rubenstein, volunteered to be the liaison for the Village.  Apparently, Dr. Bill Brewer, a pilot at the Airport, had already been appointed by the AOPA.  

Website: Commissioner Kliman reported that a link has been added to the Village’s website for the Airpark.

Fuel Prices:  Administrator Graham reported that 100LL rose from $6.06 to $6.38.

Lew Peterson had a death in the family so Rick Bargabos is filling in while Lew is away.  Mr. Bargabos is interested in renting the hangar that was occupied by MetroAir.  Administrator Graham stated it may be time to review the cost of running the Airport, possibly raising hangar rents, and looking at compensation for Lew Peterson.
