Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:04pm.  
Public Comment:  None
Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as presented.  
Approval of December 12, 2014, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:
1. Security Substation-add NYS in front of DOT

2. Next meeting-change Airport to Village Office

A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and unanimously carried.
OLD BUSINESS

Security Substation/Fence: Administrator Graham reported he was “cc’d” on an email on 1/14, from Bill Verfiss to Mr. Mendoza, head of the Aviation Bureau, requesting information regarding funding and the delay in granting the funds.
Airport Sign: Commissioner Kliman presented the new renderings of the signs after he received emails regarding fonts and logo placement.  Chairman Albrecht called PCD Director Shannon Mantaro and there are rules regarding the use of the branding.  After speaking with Ms. Mantaro, the Commission decided to not use the branding logo.  Commissioner Kliman shared a quote he received from Voss Signs. The Commissioners discussed having a 2’x8’ aluminum sign with the village logo to the left and the lettering “Hamilton Municipal Airport.”  Commissioner Kliman will email new renderings to the Commissioners for approval.
Hillman Extension Status: No word.  Administrator Graham will contact Mr. Hillman.
Rick Bargabos-Airpark Marketing Assistance: Since Mr. Bargabos was not in attendance, the Commission briefly discussed membership, if a committee is to be formed, and that the Commission would need to approve all ideas and efforts by the newly formed committee.  Administrator Graham stated that all of the surrounding towns have been invited to come to the APC meetings.  He stated that some Town members want to be members of the APC, but since they are not taxpayers of the Village, they cannot be able to decide how Village tax money is spent.  Trustee Cooper would like Rick Bargabos to have the master plan and preferred uses for the Airport-Airpark.  Administrator Graham stated that he has that information.
Administrator Graham reported that Lew Peterson just reported to him that a gentleman by the name of Donald Brang has expressed interest in building at the Airpark.  
NEW BUSINESS                  
Financial Report: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Revenues are at 68%, expenses at 51%.
Claims: A motion was made by Commissioner Rowlett to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.
Cape Vincent Wind Farm: Commissioner Steneri reported that the Cape Vincent project has been abandoned. He is hopeful that the new proposed wind farm in Madison will also be abandoned if federal subsidizing is eliminated for such projects.
Drone operations in Rome vs. Wind Farms: The proposed wind farm in Madison will not affect this project.
Natural Gas Update: Administrator Graham reported that the project went out to bid and a proposed staging area at the Airpark is being requested.  
Commissioner Steneri reported that the American flag needs to be replaced at the Airport.
Next Meeting will be February 13, 2014, at 4:00pm, at the Village office.
Adjournment: There being no other business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Steneri made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:06pm.
