Present: Chairman Carl Albrecht; Commissioners: Roger Rowlett, Keith Watkins, Art Steneri and Harvey Kliman; Trustee Servedio; Treasurer MaryAnn Henderson; Village Administrator Sean Graham
Public Present: None
Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:00pm.

Public Comment: None 
Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as presented.
Approval of June 13, 2013, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:
1. Security Substation- add NYS in front of Comptroller’s and action/ in front of approval

2. New Business-3rd paragraph- delete “has turned down,” add “was unable to meet” 
A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and carried.
OLD BUSINESS

Security Substation: Administrator Graham reported that he emailed all those involved and has not heard a word from anyone.  McFarland Johnson is also trying to contact the State for answers.  Commissioner Rowlett asked if maybe our State Representative needs to get involved.  Administrator Graham will email Scott Butler, Senator Valesky’s aide.  Senator Valesky is on the Aviation Caucus and may be able to help move this project along.
Wind Turbine: Commissioner Steneri presented a map, dated June 10, 2013, of the proposed windmills for the Commission to review.  Commissioner Steneri reported on the Town of Madison meeting on June 26, 2013, where a petition of 400 signatures was presented to the Board to honor the 400 foot maximum and 7 times the height. The Commission reiterated their concern with the proximity of the proposed windmills to the airport and the negative impact this will have to the airport regarding safety of flight issues.   A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman for Commissioner Rowlett to draft a letter to present to the Village Board of Trustees recommending the Village officially oppose the wind turbines.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and carried.
Marketing Initiatives: Commissioner Steneri stated that he would like to organize a small “farm show” at the Airport, involving some local businesses like Cazenovia Equipment, White’s Farm Supply, and Clinton Tractor.  Commissioner Steneri also stated he would like to have a sign installed, proposed location near Rubenstein’s hangar, to get the attention of those traveling past the Airport.  Commissioner Kliman stated he feels advertising directed to the flying public is the best way to generate income.  Chairman Albrecht will contact Captain Zip Rausa, from Naval Aviation News.
Fuel Pricing: Commissioner Rowlett emailed the Commission his summary of fuel sales.  Commissioner Kliman suggested pilots purchasing all their fuel up front.  Commissioner Rowlett believes that the fuel requirement is too low.  Drafting a letter to the pilot’s on our waiting list was asked of Administrator Graham.  Administrator Graham reported that Clerk Scheckler spends a tremendous amount of time on the Airport paperwork and does not want to add to her work load.  The Commission will review the data and will discuss at next month’s meeting.  Attorney Jim Stokes will be invited to next month’s meeting on August 15, 2013, at 4:00pm, at the Airport to discuss legal issues that were raised.
Media Article: Chairman Albrecht received some edits from Commissioner Kliman.  Chairman Albrecht stated that the article is too long and will make changes that he will email to the Commissioners.
Plotter: Administrator Graham reported that the purchase of the plotter was approved by the MUC last night.  The purchase price is $8,092.17.  The APC will be assigned 10-15% of the cost.
Hangar Door: The hangar door is working fine.
NEW BUSINESS                  
Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson explained that May figures are final, although the auditors may have small adjustments.  It appears that we finished the fiscal year with a 13% profit.  June Revenue is at 6%, expenses at 4%.
NYSDOT Grant: Has been filed.
Claims: A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and carried.
Next Meeting will be August 15, 2013, at 4:00pm, at the Airport.
Adjournment: There being no other business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Steneri made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:13pm.
