APPROVED MINUTES
Present: Chairman Carl Albrecht; Commissioners:  Roger Rowlett, Keith Watkins, and Harvey Kliman; Administrator Sean Graham; Trustee Jen Servedio; Treasurer Mary Ann Henderson; Mayor Miller.
Public Present: Doug Hillman, Rick Bargabos
Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:00pm.

Public Comment:  See entries below.
Approval of Agenda: Rick Bargabos was added to the agenda under Old Business.  The agenda was approved as amended 
Approval of February 14, 2013, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:
1. Public Comment-change “manager” to “FBO” in last sentence,
2. MetroAir- add “hangar lease” in front of “termination”
A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and carried.
OLD BUSINESS

Security Substation: Administrator Graham reported that the last set of information has been filed with the NYS DOT. 
Marketing the Airpark: No report.  Chairman Albrecht will follow up with the PCD.
Colgate Aviation Club: No report.
Doug Hillman: Mr. Hillman stated that he purchased property at the Airpark about four years ago.  Due to the struggling economy, he had to postpone his plans to build a building for his construction company.  The Village has approached Mr. Hillman about switching lots to accommodate a new DPW building site on Mr. Hillman’s current lot.  Administrator Graham stated that the property would need to be released by the FAA. This switch may delay Mr. Hillman’s start date for his construction project because his plans will need to be changed to fit the new lot.  Mr. Hillman is willing to switch lots. Administrator Graham will contact Zach Staff from McFarland Johnson to obtain verification that we can move forward.  Mr. Hillman will need to get an FAA 7640 approval.  Commissioner Kliman questioned using a parcel at the Airpark for a Village DPW building.  The Mayor stated that the Village has been unsuccessfully trying to acquire suitable property for the DPW for years.  A motion was made by Commissioner Watkins to recommend to the Trustees to initiate action to coordinate the transfer of property between Hillman and Sons and the Village of Hamilton from Lot 6 to Lot 3 as depicted on drawings of 1/23/13, by Susan Anacker.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and carried, with Commissioner Kliman abstaining.

Dr. Brewer AOPA Rep: No report.
Rick Bargabos: Mr. Bargabos stated that he has been a tenant since 2006.  He most recently started Eagle View Flight School after MetroAir discontinued their service at the Airport.  He is now interested in renting the north corporate hangar.  He is currently the largest fuel purchaser at the Airport.  Mr. Bargabos also provides coverage at the Airport when Lew Peterson is not available.  Administrator Graham stated that if we rented the north corporate hangar to four aircraft at $225.00 per month that would be $900.00 per month.  Then if the fuel rebate is applied, only if fuel purchases qualify for the rebate, that would drop the rent to $740.00.  Mr. Bargabos has three aircraft now and would like it written into his lease that the Village gives him permission to sublet space in the hangar.  A motion was made by Commissioner Rowlett to draft the north corporate hangar lease for Eagle View Flight for $900.00 per month, subject to the fuel discount, with option to sublet (not less than $225.00) contingent on the Commission’s approval of the lease agreement that will be presented to the Trustees for the Mayor to execute.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and carried.
NEW BUSINESS

Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson distributed the new budgets.  We are $66,809 over, most of that is the cost of the overhead door.  The Colgate donation of $15,000.00 was not figured in because of information received from Colgate.   
The revenues are at 83% and expenses are at 74%.  
Website: Commissioner Watkins asked for the preferred use document to add to the website.  It will be emailed to him.
Claims: A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to approve the claims.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Watkins and carried.

Adjournment: There being no other business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Rowlett made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Watkins and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:15pm.
