APPROVED MINUTES 
Present: Chairman Carl Albrecht; Commissioners: Roger Rowlett, Keith Watkins, and Harvey Kliman; Village Administrator Sean Graham; Trustee Sam Cooper
Public Present: Bill Brewer, AOPA Rep; Lew Peterson, Valley View Aviation; Rick Bargabos, Madison County IDA and Flight Instructor
Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:05pm.  
Public Comment:  Rick Bargabos would like to establish an ad hoc committee to work on ways to market the Airport.  He suggested getting the “stakeholders” together.  Chairman Albrecht asked to have this list sent to him and stated that he would like PCD Director Shannon Mantaro involved.
Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as presented.  
Approval of October 10, 2013, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:
1. Change Zack to Zach

2. Add Valley View Aviation after Lew Peterson

3. Wind Turbine-1st sentence-delete wind districts were passed, and add the Madison Town Board passed legislation creating wind power districts

4. Financial Reports-add after the first sentence-The cost would be 40% of any savings achieved in the audit.

5. Change papis to PAPIs

A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and unanimously carried.
OLD BUSINESS

Security Substation/Fence: (Attach email read by Administrator Graham)  Administrator Graham reported that the Mayor sent a letter to Senator Valesky and Rep Magee because of the length of time it is taking to get the grant.  Bill Verfiss had a conference call with Mr. Mendoza and Denise Gerraldi to discuss the grants.  There are three grants: one for the fence, one for the lighting, and one for the security substation. Administrator Graham stated that he believes the project will need to go out to bid again.  He stated that the MUC will not be able to do some of the lighting work on the substation that the Village had planned because of time restraints. The fence contractor is willing to hold his bid, but would like some leniency with the schedule.  A motion was made Commissioner Watkins to recommend to the Trustees that the project go out to bid.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and unanimously carried.
Noise Abatement Signage: Administrator Graham stated that Rick Bargabos asked for noise abatement signs to be installed at the hold short lines.  The Commission would like notices hung in the terminal and hangar areas first to see if this mitigates the issue.
Wind Turbine IVO Election Results: Chairman Albrecht reported that the incumbents won the election in the Town of Madison.  Commissioner Kliman wrote a letter to ? explaining the Commission’s concerns with the wind turbines.  Bill Brewer stated that he feels there is no chance the FAA will look at this issue, especially without pilot opposition to the turbines.  Chairman Albrecht asked what should be the next step by the Commission.  Until an application is made to the PSC by the Town of Hamilton, there is nothing that can be done.  Administrator Graham will contact Attorney Kevin Brocks for advice on monitoring the PSC to find out when an application is received.
Hillman Extension: Administrator Graham reported that he spoke with Mr. Hillman and Mr. Hillman intends to build in the spring of 2014.
NEW BUSINESS                  
Financial Report/Budget: Administrator Graham distributed the financial report.  Revenues are at 59%, expenses at 37%.
Claims: A motion was made by Commissioner Watkins to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and unanimously carried.
Commissioner Kliman stated he thinks there should signs saying Welcome to Hamilton should be at the Airport.  He will design something for the next meeting.
Lew Peterson would like to change the Airport’s Sunday schedule from November through March to 10:00am-4:00pm.  The Commission granted this request.

Next Meeting will be December 12, 2013, at 4:00pm, at the Airport.
Adjournment: There being no other business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Kliman made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 4:55pm.
