APPROVED MINUTES 
Present: Chairman Carl Albrecht; Commissioners: Roger Rowlett, Art Steneri, Keith Watkins, and Harvey Kliman; Mayor Margaret Miller; Village Treasurer Mary Ann Henderson
Public Present: Zach Staff, McFarland Johnson; Lew Peterson, Valley View Aviation
Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:04pm.  
Public Comment:  Zach Staff reported that NYS DOT has announced that the Village has received a $748,000.00, 8-10 bay, tee hangar grant.  The project cost is $830,000.00.  The Village share would be $82,000.00.  The grant is for the building only.  The FAA will fund the pavement project at 5% match.  The cost of the paving project is $600,000.00, with the Village share of $31,000.00.  Mr. Staff reported that the Village has $325,000.00 of entitlement funds to use.  Mr. Staff also reported that the Environmental Assessment on GA area as well as parcels on Wings Way will be completed in the next two months.  
Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as presented.  
Approval of September 12, 2013, regular meeting minutes: Changes requested:

A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and unanimously carried.
OLD BUSINESS

Security Substation/Fence: Mr. Staff reported that the NYS DOT has been slow to respond to us.  Most of the contractors have held their bids, with the exception of the lighting contractor.  McFarland Johnson recommends awarding the fence contract and waiting to award the substation.
Wind Turbine: Commissioner Steneri reported that the Madison town Board passed legislation creating wind power districts.  Writing to the Congressman Hanna and Schumer was discussed again.  Mr. Staff will forward emails and addresses to contacts he has.  The NYAMA request for further review should also be mentioned in correspondences for the letter writing campaign.  Chairman Albrecht will draft a talking paper or correspondence for Schumer and Hanna.
Marketing Initiatives-Advertising: Chairman Albrecht reported Mr. Sacory, from the Iroquois Soaring Association had indicted he planned on attending the meeting to discuss his desire to do some marketing at the Airport for his organization.  AOPA rep, Dr. Bill Brewer, also expressed an interest in attending today’s meeting, but had a previous engagement. Dr. Brewer will be added to the Airport/Airpark correspondence list.  Scheduling a Farm and Garden Show at the Airport for the spring was discussed.
Hillman Extension: No report.
Natural Gas Update: Mayor Miller reported that there was a meeting yesterday to discuss the route.  The SEQR has been sent out and the next step is to hire staff.
NEW BUSINESS                  
Financial Report/Budget: Treasurer Henderson reported that she would like to hire Computel Consultants to perform a utility savings audit on our NYSEG, franchise, and gross utility tax accounts.  The cost would be 40% of any savings achieved in the audit.  A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to recommend to the Trustees to contract with Computel Consultants to perform the audit recommended by Treasurer Henderson.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.  Revenues are at 49%, expenses at 32%.
PAPI Damage: Treasurer Henderson reported that damage was reported to one of the PAPIs.  Repairs have been made, no word on who or what caused the damage.
Claims: A motion was made by Commissioner Rowlett to approve the claims and recommend to the Board of Trustees to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Watkins and unanimously carried.
Next Meeting will be November 14, 2013, at 4:00pm, at the Airport.
Adjournment: There being no other business to come before the Commission, Commissioner Steneri made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:05pm.
