PRESENT: Chairman Carl Albrecht; Commissioners Roger Rowlett, Harvey Kliman, Art Steneri; Director of Utilities and Public Works Sean Graham; Trustee Anne Clauss.

Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:01p.m.

Approval of Agenda: Approved as written.

Approval of Minutes of Regular July 27, 2011 Meeting

A motion was made by Trustee Clauss to accept the June 23, 2011, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kliman and carried.
Public Comment: None

Old Business
Security Substation/SRE Building: Director Graham stated he received a call from our consultants with information that the DOT is getting ready to open up the last year of the transportation bond act monies.  They want to know what we want to spend it on.  Director Graham asked for $.5 million for the security substation.  If the money cannot be used for the substation, Commissioner Rowlett would move T Hangars to the top of our list.

Taxiway Phase II: Director Graham reported we are at the stage where the FAA is accepting grants.  The FAA has received our federal assistance contract.  There will be a preconstruction meeting on September 7, 2011.  JBS Dirt was awarded the contract.  Commissioner Rowlett asked if the PAPI’s will need to be moved.  Director Graham stated he tried several times to report the incursion that happened last month but when he called the FAA he received a recording.  

Hangar Leases: Director Graham has received all but one lease.  Most of the complaints have had to do with the insurance requirements.

Public Relations Progress:Commissioner Steneri would like to revamp the survey with Commissioner Klimans help and then get Board approval to mail the survey with the utility bills.

Pilot Car: Chairman Albrecht initially asked Joanne Borfitz if Colgate salvage might have a car available.  They do have a chevy impala for $1,800.00.  The Village may have the Code Enforcer’s old car available soon.

New Business

Financial Report: Chairman Albrecht reported that Clerk/Treasurer Winn will be leaving her position September 9, 2011.  Two financial statements were distributed to the Commissioners.  Profit is $1,336.00.
Wood Hangar Repair:Director Graham stated the hangar is in worse shape than originally thought.  Repairs are on hold.

VisDev Developer: Director Graham reported he has nothing definite at this time.

Gary Bettig, Insurance on Planes Not Airworthy: The Commission agreed that the lease clearly states liability and hull insurance are required.  Future changes to the lease were discussed.

Andrew Rutz, Waiver Instead of Insurance: The Commission agreed waivers will not be accepted.

Mr. McCole, ADT Security: The Commission has no objection to the installation of an ADT security system by Mr. McCole.  Mr. McCole will need to draw up a contract that states he is responsible for all aspects of the installation and maintenance of the system.

Overhead Garage Door: Director Graham is requesting an overhead door be placed at the south end of the 14 bay tee hangars where there is currently a half hangar that is not in use.  The cost is $1,246.00.  The space could then house the fuel truck.

A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to approve the $1,246.00 expenditure and installation.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and carried.

Rubenstein Land Lease: Director Graham stated the lease will need to be changed.  Mr. Rubenstein is requesting a discount on fuel.  Trustee Clauss will edit lease and present to the Commission for approval.

PAPI’s: Director Graham reported there was an intermittent problem with the papi’s.  It has been repaired.

Next Meeting: THe next meeting of the APC will be Thursday, October 20, 2011, at 4:00pm, at the Village Office.

Adjournment: There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Clauss made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:13pm.
