Present: Chairman Carl Albrecht; Commissioners: Roger Rowlett, Art Steneri and Harvey Kliman; Trustee Sam Cooper; Village Administrator Sean Graham
Public Present: Pam Fuller, Joe Koen and Mr. Albrecht, from Madison Matters; Colin Shipley, Colgate Aviation Club
Chairman Albrecht called the meeting to order at 4:05pm.  
Public Comment:  Chairman Albrecht explained to the Madison Reps that this Commission’s interest is limited to safety of flight and economic impact.  Pam Fuller reported that Roger Rowlett’s letter finally became available and she felt the letter was a “life raft” for their efforts to stop the wind turbine project.  Ms. Fuller asked if it would be reasonable to contact the users of the Airport (Chobani, Colgate, Ferris, Cooperstown Hall of Fame, the FAA, the PSC, and AOPA).  Commissioner Rowlett stated he felt it very unlikely that the FAA will take any action because they have very specific set of rules to evaluate safety hazards.  Contacting Congressman Hanna and Senator Valesky was also an option.  Administrator Graham asked if this project was going through the SEQR process.  The Village of Hamilton has not been notified and should be.  Ms. Fuller asked the Commission to become more involved because Madison Matters has no expertise or knowledge of aircraft safety and the impact to the Airport.
Approval of Agenda:  The agenda was approved as presented.

A motion was made by Commissioner Steneri to accept the draft lease and to recommend to the Board of Trustees to approve the new leases for the wood and metal hangars.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Rowlett and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Commissioner Kliman to amend the previous motion to include change to insurance section of the lease, to delete other property wording, and just have aircraft covered.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Steneri and unanimously carried.
Status of Hangar Waiting List: Commissioner Steneri made calls to those on the waiting list.  He emailed his findings to the Commission for their review.  Commissioner Steneri would like an updated list every month from Administrator Graham
Natural Gas Update: Progress on Lebanon Street is going well.  The Village is in negotiations, environmental assessments, and routes.
Chairman Albrecht would like an update on the Hillman property for the next meeting.
