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New Perimeter Fence at the Airport
The Village of Hamilton has begun to install perimeter fencing at the Hamilton Municipal Airport, to enhance safety for pilots and passengers, as well as persons on the ground, by limiting pedestrian and vehicle access to the runway.  The perimeter fence will also enhance safety along the well-used Chenango Canal trail, with minor relocations of several trail segments, ensuring users remain on the dedicated trail while not impacting the operations of the airport. 
In recent years, there have been several instances where people and vehicles have gone into areas of the airport, particularly the runway, prohibited by federal regulations. The Transportation Security Administration and the New York State Department of Transportation recommend the installation of perimeter fencing at general aviation airports, such as Hamilton Municipal Airport, to deter and delay access onto sensitive areas.  
The Village of Hamilton has received grants through the New York State Department of Transportation’s General Aviation Airport Security Program in 2007 and 2009 that will cover all costs associated with the fence installation. Construction of the fence is anticipated to be substantially complete in late 2014, with some minor work efforts to be completed in early 2015.  
Hamilton’s DPW has been hard at work to keep the trail system open and accessible throughout this construction process. However, there are times when certain sections of the trail may be blocked or deemed unsafe to pass through. Please be assured that we are aware when these situations arise and ask for your patience while construction is completed and the section of the walking trail can be restored. 
To enhance your enjoyment of the area a new section of trail is being added behind Vantine Imaging and is nearly complete. We hope that you will remain understanding during any inconveniences, while we make these necessary upgrades and that you will find the walking trail safer, improved and more enjoyable than ever when the project is complete.
