New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: They have been working at the Airport on the Security Substation, the DPW and the New Athletic Facility at Colgate.  
Status of Delinquent Accounts: A property on Maple was discussed.  Administrator Graham will consult with Chuck Rankin for advice.  There are no concerns at this time.
2015 NYMPA Report:  Administrator Graham reported on the 2015 Comparison of Selected statistics Averages for 27 Reporting NYMPA Members, stating that we fared better than most.  Trustee Lura asked for median numbers not averages.  

EFC Grant: We did not score high enough to qualify based on median household income.

New Business
26 Hamilton Street: the remote meter at this location was found to be not working.  The owner used 68 units of water that were not billed to her.  The owner stated that it was not her fault the remote meter failed and is asking for some relief of the bill.  The majority of the Commission felt that since she used the water, she has to pay the full cost.  Trustee Lura wants Attorney Stokes to review the wording of section 17.9 of the law.

New Business
30 Broad Street: A leak caused this property to use 33 units of water instead of the usual 3.  The owner is requesting sewer relief in the amount of $168.60.  A motion was by Trustee Lura to grant the relief request for 30 Broad Street in the amount of $168.60.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
Dog Park: The committee has proposed using the village property next to the WWTP.  The Commission would like the committee to look elsewhere for the park.  A motion was by Commissioner Holcomb to not support the location of the proposed dog park on MUC property near the WWTP on College St.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
Old Business
GNB: Will be installing a pre-treatment facility on site.
Natural Gas

New Business  
Gas Supervisor Carhart reported 58 services are connected.  A 5 year expansion plan is being developed.  A yearend review meeting with Colgate is scheduled for 1/15/16.
Colgate: Colgate is asking for relief from late charges on their gas bills because they claim they did not receive them or they were delivered to the wrong office.  Until we have the request in writing we cannot make a decision.
Town of Madison: The feasibility study required by the PSC determined it was not economically feasible to run gas through the Town of Madison to the Village of Madison.
Old Business

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 42%, expenses at 42%.  Water revenue is at 63%, expenses at 42%.  Sewer revenue is at 53%, expenses at 99%.  Gas revenue is at 35%, expenses at 39%.  Budget worksheets were distributed to department heads today.
The next meeting will be February 9, 2016, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.

ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:41pm.
