President Basher called the meeting to order at 4:30p.m.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of December 9, 2014: Changes requested:

A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the December 9, 2014, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried. 
Special Meeting of January 6, 2015:  Changes requested: None

A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the January 6, 2015, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried. 

PERSONNEL:  Administrator Graham reported that the two utility worker positions has been posted in house, will go in the papers on January 22, 2015.  Applications are due by February 19, 2015.
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: The Christmas lights have been taken down.  The crew has been performing maintenance on vehicles.  New poles were set at the Lebanon/Maple/Eaton intersection for the new lights requested by the Police Department.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: No report
Sprinkler System: Administrator Graham reported that the sprinkler system that had been budgeted for the Powerhouse is expected to go out to bid by spring.

Stray Voltage: The PSC has issued new orders regarding stray voltage.  Administrator Graham contacted the MEUA to see if there is any problem with the way we filed.   Our stray voltage testing has been completed.
Old Business
Banners: The banners are expected to be done by spring.
RFP: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported 26 RFP were sent out, 13 companies submitted a proposal, and 6 companies visited the office.  The Commission narrowed down the list to three companies they would like to meet with; Delta Engineering, Crawford & Stearns, and Barton & Loguidice.  Group to meet with companies will be Commissioner Gustafson, Trustee Lura, Mayor Miller, Administrator Graham, and Administrative Assistant Mitchell.
Windows: Two quotes were received for the 7 new windows that will be installed in the village office.  Bids were received from Curtis Lumber ($5849.85) and Erie Material ($5819.92).  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to recommend to the Board of Trustees to purchase the windows from Curtis Lumber.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.   Two bids were received to install the windows; one from A.R.E. ($415.00 per window), the other from Wilcox Construction ($345.00 per window).  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute a contract with Wilcox Construction to install 7 windows at $345.00 per window.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.
Generator: Administrator Graham reported Mike Powers, who maintains our generators, has recommended we upgrade the DPW generator and transfer switch.  IEEP may be able to fund a portion of the cost.  Three written quotes will be needed.  Line Foreman King will check to see if the generator needs to be replaced.  The old generator will be used at another village facility if it needs to be replaced.  
WATER
New Business

Line Foreman King reported the State Fluoride survey is complete.  A&P Water Testing performed the POC, VOC, copper and lead tests.
Old Business

SEWER
New Business
The MRB upgrades required by the DEC will result in the need for a third employee at the WWTP.  This will need to be added to the budget.  Trustee Lura asked if there is a date for the public meeting for resident to get information regarding the unfunded mandates.  
Administrator Graham reported the pump station at the DPW and Powerhouse is failing.  A new 3” line will need to be installed in the spring.  The cost will be shared by the water, electric, DPW, and gas departments.
The Mayor, Trustee Lura and Administrator Graham met with Colgate to discuss extending sanitary service from our last manhole on Payne Street up to the corner of Spring and Payne Street to accommodate a proposed housing project of 11 townhouses.  It is estimated that a new pump station, 5 manholes and directional drilling under the creek.  Depot Engineering was asked to give a cost $37,500.00 for engineering with an additional $210,000.00 to extend natural gas and $450,000.00 for sewer.  This is all contingent on the land being annexed.

Emergency Training Proposal: The Commission was not satisfied with the outline of services from Premier.  They are requesting a syllabus from Mr. Gorman.  The Commission discussed items that they want the training to focus on.
Reporting/January/Nancy: Administrative Assistant Mitchell stated that at the end of the month she will be required to file an offer for free training with the PSC.  Ross Hoham will be contacted to set up times for training.
Inspections: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported that CEO Forth is concerned with the inspections that need to be done.  He would like to know the system of when and if an inspection is needed.  
Old Business

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Holcomb and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 41%, expenses at 38%.  Water revenue is at 55%, expenses at 38%.  Sewer revenue is at 51%, expenses at 49%.  Gas revenue is at 2%, expenses at 2%.  Treasurer Henderson stated that she needs a formula/percentage to determine expenditures for natural gas on shared expenses.  The Board stated 10%; reducing the General Fund and Electric by 5% each.  
The next meeting will be February 10, 2015, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:05pm.
