APPROVED MINUTES
PRESENT:  Chairman Bob McVaugh; Members: Ben Eberhardt, and Jerry Fuller; CEO Paul McGinnis

PUBLIC PRESENT: Paul Valvoda of QPK Design; Joe Bello of Colgate University; Gordon Hyatt of Klepper, Hahn and Hyatt; Sharon Hoeyboer from DOT

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:10 pm.

Approval of Agenda

Agenda was modified to add Main St Initiative.

Approval of Minutes

Regular Meeting of December 17, 2009 – Chairman McVaugh requested a deletion under Unfinished Business of the third line under Burt Marshall Special Permit.  Sentence will end at yard.  Under New Business, code 174.22B was added to heading Colgate University Special Permit.  Under same section, the six line from bottom, add the word distance after 302' and delete meeting guidelines.  A new heading of SEQR Consideration will be added and the last three sentences will be included under said heading.  A change to the first sentence to include The Board initiated SEQR discussions  was added.  In Trustee Albrecht Report, the 5th word in the first sentence was corrected to FAA. Member Jerry Fuller made a motion to approve the minutes with these changes.  The motion was seconded by Member Ben Eberhardt and carried.

New York State Department of Transportation SEQR Presentation- Sharon Hoeyboer from the DOT reviewed the SEQR process with the Board.  The DOT received a highway work permit application before they received the SEQR.  The Board did not follow procedure resulting with problems at the DOT.  The site plan and SEQR need to be submitted first.  A review is then coordinated through DOT with it’s different departments like traffic and safety or environmental to get comments and feedback to the Planning Board.  Mitigation needs to be completed before use and occupancy permit is issued.  The distinction between involved and interested agencies was discussed.  The EAF form completion process and the proper order of filing forms was reviewed.  Generally, if the development is expected to generate 100 or more inbound or outbound trips during peak hours, a traffic impact analysis will be required.  Storm water run-off and storm management was discussed.  A one acre paved parking lot produces 27,000 gallons of run-off from one inch of rain.  The aged population and public transportation was discussed.

Unfinished Business

Colgate University Special Permit-construction of Fitness Center within 300ft of an R2 zone 174.22B

Colgate representatives met with the DOT.  There will be one entrance into the new Fitness Center and one exit out, plus a drop off lane.  This will decrease the number of parking spaces from 67 to 54.  The whole building was shifted 5' to the south.  Ice build up and water drainage issues were given for the shift.  The new site plans dated January 21, 2010, were presented.  The new entrance to building will be covered.  The diagonal crosswalk has been removed from plans and the path from Reid Athletic Center will be replaced with grass to old sidewalk.  A six foot chain linked fence will be installed at South end at Natatorium..

The use of the proposed Fitness Center is for a non-religious, public or private educational institution.  It is in the I1 district.  It is a permitted use, requiring a site plan, and general conditions of a special permit 174.82D.

Under 24 the Planning Board is required to do a site plan review, determine if it is a permitted use, no special permit is required.  There is a special permit required under 174.22B

SEQR Consideration
A motion was made by Chairman McVaugh that the Planning Board is satisfied with all of the information we have, that the traffic patterns, surface water run-off and potential for erosion have been addressed and mitigated sufficiently; and pending receipt from the DOT of the paperwork, the Planning Board authorizes Chairman McVaugh to sign off, if we do not get additional reservations from the DOT.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and carried.

With the Approval of the SEQR through the SEQR Process:

A motion was made by Chairman McVaugh to approve the site plan review for Line 24 for permitted use and the special permit required under 174.22B, proximity issue.  The special permit is conditional of final approval of SEQR.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and carried.

Next meeting will be February 24, 2010 at 7pm.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Jerry Fuller  made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Ben Eberhardt and carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:25 pm.
