Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:03pm
Approval of Agenda: Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of December 9, 2015, Minutes:  Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the minutes from the December 9, 2015, meeting as presented. The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
Good Nature Brewing: Plans presented this evening: Mr. Vrendenburgh reported minor changes have been made.  Grades on the driveway were changed so the pitch will direct runoff to the stormwater facility.  Per DOT request, the culvert, closest to RT 12B will remain open, with a catch basin just beyond it.  The pedestrian path has been raised one foot.  The stormwater detention area has been upsized to accommodate runoff from all impervious surfaces.  The shape of the rear garden has changed.  The pedestrian path will be 5 foot wide, asphalt, lighted, with two small culverts.  Easements will be 15’ wide.  The walkway will have signs and crosswalks with striping.  There will be 3 easements; not finalized as of yet.  Wetland: in the process of getting permits from the DEC for stormwater.  Administrator Graham reported the Village has received two engineering reports, generated a letter with 26 bullet points that are being addressed (loads & ROW information) by GNB and he is confident the Village can work with what is being proposed.  CEO Forth reminded GNB that their building still is over 30 feet.  GNB stated that is will be lowered.  The sign by the road will have downward lighting and will not inhibit vehicular sight lines.  The asphalt path will be extended. The site plan and the development plan need to match.  A NYS DOH will need to issue a permit for the food area.
A motion was made by Chairman Larson to approve the final development site plan on Rt 12B based on site plan review set package dated 1/21/16, MDVLA Job No. 14007, with pages: L-100, file name GNB 5.DWG, L-101 GNB 5.DWG, L-200 GNB 5.DWG, L-201 GNB 5.DWG, L-202 GNB 5.DWG , L-203 GNB 2.DWG, L-300 GNB 5.DWG, L-301 GNB 2.DWG, L-302 GNB 5.DWG, L-400 GNB 5.DWG, L-401 GNB 5.DWG, l-500 GNB 2.DWG, l-501 GNB 2.DWG,  prepared by Matthew D Vredenburgh Landscape Architecture, with the following contingencies:  the following changes/modifications are to be made to the development plan:
1. Road side sign will be down lit and will be set back as to not interfere with sight lines

2. Asphalt pedestrian path will be extended to meet the proposed concrete sidewalk
3. Development plan will be updated to reflect the most  current drawings

4. A way finding sign will be added at the apartments directing to the south

5. Overflow parking turf will be reinforced and approved by the CEO

6. Future overflow parking labeled

7. All signs on exterior of building must be on plan

8. Crosswalk painting on the Colgate drive

9. Elevation drawing to reflect new building height

10. Further conditions upon the issuance of all required permits from State and County agencies, including, but not limited to, DEC for wetlands and stormwater discharge, DOT for highway/driveway approval
11. All lighting will be dark-sky compliant

12. Final approval of utility easements & design specifications
13. Final stormwater design

The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.
Review of Site Plan for 7 Maple Ave: Plans presented tonight by Bruce Ward, Architect, dated January 6, 2016, S-1 Site Plan, A-1 Basement Plan, A-2 Ground Flr Demolition Plan, A-3 Proposed Ground Flr. Plan, A-4 Main Apartment Level,A-5 Loft Bedrooms, A-6 Elevations, A-7 Wall Section, Side Walls, A-8 Wall Sections, End Walls, A-9 Specifications, A-10 Specs 2, and a survey dated 1/20/2016, file 16-21 by Chapin Land Surveyors, and SEQR for discussion.  Burt Marshall has put in writing that Mr. Fox will be allowed to use his dumpster.  This is a B1.  There will be boardinghouse with 2, 4 bedroom apartments, with a total of 8 residents.  Burt Marshall has put in writing that Mr. Fox may use his property for 8 parking spaces that is within 500 ft. of this property.
A motion was made by Chairman Larson that this is an unlisted action under SEQRA with no adverse environmental impacts expected.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to approve the special permit application for 7 Maple Ave for a boardinghouse for 2, 4 bedroom apartments, with a total of eight residents as shown on plans dated January 6, 2016, a survey dated 1/20/2016, file 16-21, with parking within 500 ft on property owned by Mr. Marshall.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
Bakery: Land Use 59 & 62A, same plans and survey as for the Boardinghouse at 7 Maple. 
A motion was made by Chairman Larson that this is an unlisted action under SEQRA with no adverse environmental impacts are expected.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Chairman Larson to approve the special permit for Flour & Salt Bakery; the combined restaurant/bakery/wholesale land use 59 & 62A; at 7 Maple Ave contingent on a modified site plan with doorways, exterior lighting, exterior signage and tables in the south alley way.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
New Business
Recommendation to BOT (zoning change): Land use 79 & 81 were discussed.  A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to recommend to the Village Board of Trustees to rezone the two properties southwest side of Wings Way from a B2 to a B6.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
N-13, 3 Lebanon Street, Basement Seating: No action needed by the Board.
The next meeting will be February 25, 2016 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Eberhardt made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:20 p.m.
