BOT: The Mayor called the meeting to order at 4:32pm.

Utility Worker Job Description

Resolution # 1-2015
WHEREAS, the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees and the Municipal Utilities Commission reviewed the Civil Service Job description for Utility Worker and;

WHEREAS it was determined to amend the current description to add Natural Gas duties to the Distinguishing Features of the Class and Typical Work Activities and;

WHEREAS it was also indicated that the Minimum Qualifications for the position be revised to include college credits and/or work experience and;

WHEREAS the revisions have been reviewed and approved by the Madison County Department of Personnel/Civil Service now;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton BOT approves and accepts the revised job description for the position of Utility Worker for the Village of Hamilton.

Natural Gas Liability Insurance: Administrator Graham reported that we are required to have a mutual aid agreement by regulation of the Public Service Commission of $25 million.  The gas utility will make the first installment, and then the Trustees will determine how the cost will be split among the other utilities.
Natural Gas Liability Insurance Coverage

Resolution # 2-2015

WHEREAS, in order for  the Village of  Hamilton’s natural gas utility to have emergency mutual aid assistance through Northeast Gas Association and its gas utility members, the Village is required to have at least twenty-five million ($25,000,000) dollars in liability insurance coverage, and

WHEREAS, the Village currently has one million dollars ($1,000,000) in primary liability insurance coverage and ten million dollars ($10,000,000) in excess liability coverage through New York Municipal Insurance Reciprocal (NYMIR), and

WHEREAS, NYMIR has proposed to increase its excess liability coverage to twenty million dollars ($20,000,000) for an additional annual premium of $16,000, and American Alternative Insurance Corp. has proposed to provide an additional four million dollars ($4,000,000) in excess coverage over the $20 million excess provided by NYMIR for an additional annual premium of $4,000, all as set forth in the proposal from NBT-Mang Insurance to the Village dated January 6, 2015, and

WHEREAS, the additional proposed excess liability policy coverage is not limited to the gas utility, and would also provide additional coverage for the Village’s general, auto, police and public officials’ liability risk exposures, and 

WHEREAS, the total annual premium cost for the additional coverage is twenty thousand ($20,000) dollars, which will be prorated for the current policy period ending June 19, 2015, and

WHEREAS, NBT-Mang Insurance has also recommended that the American Alternative excess liability policy be given a June 19, 2015 expiration date; now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton Board authorizes the procurement of the additional coverages described herein to increase the excess liability insurance coverage with NYMIR from ten million dollars ($10,000,000) to twenty million dollars ($20,000,000), and to procure an excess liability policy from American Alternative Insurance Corp. in an additional amount of four million dollars ($4,000,000), and it is hereby 

FURTHER RESOLVED that the Village Administrator, Village Treasurer and other Village officers and employees are authorized to take such actions as may be necessary to confirm the acquisition of these additional insurance coverages and to pay the premiums due for such coverages, and it is hereby 

FURTHER RESOLVED that the Northeast Gas Association Operations Emergency Mutual Assistance Plan is hereby approved, and, upon the procurement of the additional insurance coverages described herein, the Mayor is authorized to execute said agreement to provide emergency mutual aid assistance to the Village Natural Gas Utility.
