Administrator Graham reported he was contacted by Patti vonMechow from the HBA about stringing holiday lights across Broad Street (Route 12B) as was done for the Potterville filming.  Trustee Lura stated that the Village should purchase the lights so we have final say of how and when they are hung.
Administrator Graham reported the PCD has applied for a grant to enhance the walking trails from Montgomery Street to the Airport.  Graham does have some concerns such as future build out of utilities and the proposed new well in that area.
