Commissioner Baker called the meeting to order at 4:30p.m.
PUBLIC COMMENT: None
APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of September 8, 2015: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to approve the September 8, 2015, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried. 
PERSONNEL:  Stacey Elderkin, our new Deputy Clerk-Treasurer, started 10/5/15, she is doing very well.
ELECTRIC
New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Line Foreman King reported HMT has finished their annual testing at our substation.  TCI came last week because we are disposing of 19 transformers and oil samples must be taken per the EPA.  Battery Power Systems were here on 10/9 to test batteries in the substation, which is done annually, they have recommended a load test for next year.  Ordered switch gear for the new Security Substation.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: No report.
Old Business
New Generator DPW: Line Foreman King stated that because the DPW will be hooked up to gas by the end of the month, a new generator is not needed.
Generator Maintenance Contract-Power Generation & Industrial Engines Inc: We have used this company in the past and Administrator Graham recommends we continue.  The service contract amount is $1450.80.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to recommend to the Board of Trustees to authorize the Mayor to execute the service contract with Power Generation.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
Chipper: Line Foreman King reported he received a quote for a new brush chipper from Vermeer for $35,403.00.  He stated there may be grant money available to cover some of the cost through the DEC.  No action was taken at this time.

NYMPA:  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve Administrator Graham and Administrative Assistant Mitchell to attend the NYMPA meeting, and appointing Administrator Graham as delegate.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

Municipal Electric Utilities Association of New York State: Administrator Graham reported on the meeting he attended by distributing the power point packet used at the meeting.  Termination Notices, IOU Rates, Annual Notification of Rights, Reforming the Energy Vision (REV), and NYPA Rates were discussed.
NYPA MOU: Administrator Graham distributed a copy of the unsigned MOU between NYPA, NYAPP, and MEUA along with a draft response from the MEUA.  The draft will get us to a long term agreement that will extend the hydro power by 15 years, to September 1, 2040.
Demand Response: Administrative Assistant reported she has a meeting with the company that works with the IEEP to discuss demand response.  She invited the Commissioners to the meeting and will email the details to them.

Line Foreman King reported all hydrants have been marked for the winter.  Hydrants will be flushed the week of 10/26.

New Business
Administrator Graham reported some of the numbers received from GNB have changed so the original calculations are incorrect.  The MUC will need to determine what percentage will be offered to GNB.  Discharge meters & pre-treatment were discussed.  Attorney Stokes stated the Village will need to review and possibly develop a new sewer law.  Attorney Stokes has discussed microbrewery waste with Cazenovia’s Jim Cunningham.  A meeting with GNB engineer will be scheduled.

Gas Supervisor Carhart reported 41 services are in.  Working on the regulator station annual inspection.  Working on the Milford Street gas main expansion and the East side of the Village.  Drilled 1800 feet of pipe with the new drill purchased recently.  Trustee Lura would like the gas commitment letter on the Village Website.
Administrator Graham reported there is a meeting scheduled with the PSC on October 22, at the Village Library from 10:30am-4:00pm.
Old Business

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 22%, expenses at 21%.  Water revenue is at 32%, expenses at 26%.  Sewer revenue is at 24%, expenses at 96%.  Gas revenue is at 20%, expenses at 23%.
Outstanding Checks: Administrative Assistant Mitchell explained that from June 2013-August 2014, we had checks that were not cashed in the amount of $200.26.  Treasurer Henderson would like to put this money back into our pooled cash account per the NYS Comptroller’s Office.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to recommend to the Board of Trustees to accept Treasurer Henderson’s request to put $200.26 in unclaimed funds into our pooled cash account.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
The next meeting will be November 10, 2015, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 5:50pm.
