Line Foreman Rhyde reported that WWTP Dave Jordan and Matt Saltern, with the help of MRB Group, performed an inflow and infiltration (I & I) study during a dry, no rain period, to check the ground water entering our storm drain system.  They will perform another study during a rainy period.   A study was done south of town that included Community Memorial Hospital, Colgate’s apartments, Cutten and the Heating Plant to see how much water comes off the hill.  As of right now, Line Foreman Rhyde stated, nothing can be added to the current sump pumps.  An upgrade of the sewer line from Huntington to College Street will need to be considered.

College St. Culvert: Administrator Graham reported that we had an inspection on the College Street culvert by the Madison County Highway Department.  The DPW can repair it, but the Village will need to replace the culvert in the future.

Administrative Assistant: Treasurer Henderson reported that after negotiations, the original salary offered for the Administrative Assistant position increased.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to recommend to the Board of Trustees to approve the increase in salary and to use unappropriated fund balance to cover the expenses incurred with the position.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.

WHEREAS, the Unappropriated Fund Balance of the correlating funds, General, Airport, Electric, Water, Sewer and Natural Gas have available additional funds needed to cover the salary and miscellaneous expenses that were not been budget for in the 2014-2015 budget;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Unappropriated Fund Balance of the correlating funds, General, Airport, Electric, Water, Sewer and Natural Gas are decreased and the attached appropriation line items of the 2014-2015 budget are increased to cover the additional cost of the annual salary and miscellaneous expense of the Administrative Assistant.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Village Administrator and Administrative Assistant will be accounted for under the expense department code 1220 per the Office of the New York State Comptroller’s Accounting and Reporting Manual (ARM).
