Public Comment: 
1. Barton & Loguidice: Mr. Fuller reported his company was hired to do a study of the existing building, create an evaluation of elements needed for repair or replacement, and evaluate and prepare a program for the current offices, develop a program for determining what additional space is needed, develop a preliminary schematic, ADA accessibility to all floors.  Issues: new NYS Code requirements, building on National Registry, only one legal exit, and archival space.  Renovations to existing building are estimated at $1.7 million.  With the recommended 2000 sq. addition the total cost is $2.5-$2.7 million.  Phasing the work was discussed.

Structural Evaluation

WHEREAS, pursuant to a prior resolution and authorized of the Board of Trustees, the engineering firm of Barton & Loguidice has evaluated the physical condition of the Village office building, and has prepared and submitted a draft report entitled “Village Office Building Assessment” dated July 2015 (“Draft Report”), which report describes the results of the firm’s observations of the building, as well as the feasibility of renovations and/or expansion for future Village use; and
WHEREAS, representatives of Barton & Loguidice appeared before this Board of Trustees on October 20, 2015 to further present its findings and to address questions from the Board; and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees accepts the Draft Report as the final report from Barton & Loguidice, and it is

HEREBY FURTHER RESOLVED, that the contract with Barton & Loguidice shall be deemed completed and payment in the amount of Four Thousand, Four Hundred dollars ($4,400.00) shall be made to Barton & Loguidice.

2. Milford Street Petition: Stacey Snyder submitted a letter to the Village Administration regarding concerns with Good Nature Brewing and future business activity on Milford Street.  She asked Matt Whalen if it would be possible to have trucks stop blocking her driveway.  He said he would talk to his suppliers.  Travis Ames stated his concerns with the noise and odors and stated he believes having GNB as a neighbor has decreased his property value.  He also would like the zoning changes to that building.  The Mayor stated the Code Enforcement Officer will investigate the complaint.  
TRUSTEE CARTER’s REPORT 
Village Court: Sixty-eight cases involving forty-nine people were heard by the two justices over the past month.  Alcohol related cases numbered eighteen.  Speeding violations were the second most numerous with five such cases.  The remaining cases consisted of such offenses as possession of marijuana, failure to obey a traffic device, use of a fake ID, and seat belt violations.
Fire Department:  During the month of September there were 62 fire calls and 24 calls for EMS.  Thus far in October there have been 35 fire calls and 11 requesting EMS.  Ongoing grant-funded projects include the FEMA funded purchase of self-contained breathing equipment which is now operational and the DEC supported Dry Hydrant project, all supplies for which have now been ordered.
Police Department:  According to the Police Blotter there were twenty-one incidents requiring police intervention during the month of September, several involving under-age drinking.  There was one case of commercial burglary at Dunkin Donuts; twelve hours after the burglary was reported the culprits were apprehended.
Campus Safety: Activity has been pretty much as usual for the first semester of the year.
BRiDGES: In August the BRiDGES staff offered suggestions for revising the Resolution Establishing Minimum Standards for Consideration of Permits for Commercial Events that Include the Serving of Alcoholic Beverages.  The police chief favors the suggested revisions; the Village Board has not yet considered them.  Trustee Carter asked to have a vote on the revised resolution.   The Board decided that a policy needs to be developed before a resolution is passed.  Trustee Lura stated he would like a document from BRiDGES of what they would like to see in a policy.  The Mayor stated the Village needs to set the goals.
As of October 19th the Coalition has a full-time coordinator, Deb Heager, a position covered by the recently awarded federal grant.  The location of the office is yet to be determined.  Trustee Loveless questioned what she would be working on for the Hamilton area. The next scheduled meeting is October 26th. The Trustees would like to discuss the grant and the allocation of manpower and funds with the Police Chief.  
Communications/Public Relations:  Information about Village Board meetings held in September appeared in the October 1st issue of “The Mid-York Weekly”.

A Resolution to Extend Moratorium

WHEREAS, on October 21, 2014, this Village Board of Trustees enacted Village of Hamilton Local Law No. 5 of the Year 2014, entitled “A local law imposing a moratorium and prohibition within the Village of Hamilton on the establishment and expansion of boardinghouses, multifamily dwellings, and parking lots”’ and

WHEREAS, said local law was filed with the New York Secretary of State on October 28, 2014, which is the local law’s effective date, and

WHEREAS, this Board of Trustees referred the matters contemplated under the moratorium to the Village Zoning Review Committee for evaluation and to make a recommendation to this Board as to possible legislative action to address the activities subject to the moratorium, and

WHEREAS, the Zoning Review Committee has been working diligently on these matters but has not yet been able to formulate its recommendations to this Board, and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Paragraph A of Section 6 of said Local Law the moratorium is to initially remain in effect for a period of one year from the law’s effective date, and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Paragraph B of Section 6 of Local Law 2014-5, this Board desires to extend the moratorium period beyond the original one year period to enable the Zoning Review Committee and this Board of Trustees to complete their efforts.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that pursuant to the provisions of Paragraph B of Section 6 of Village of Hamilton Local Law No. 5 of the Year 2014, the moratorium period provided for in said local law be, and hereby is extended an additional 180 days beyond the initial one year period ending on October 27, 2015 provided in said law, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that all provisions of said Local Law 2014-5 shall continue to be in effect for the same additional 180 day period.

MAYOR McVAUGH’s REPORT 
July 4th Committee: No report.
The principle activities to be noted here have been focused on the Zoning Revision Process, the Deer Harvest, and training at Lake Placid

Deer Harvest:  The logistics of obtaining the permissions for the properties on which he hope to harvest as well as the properties in the areas are more complex than anticipated.  Hence the Harvest will begin in December and we will work on a map of permissions during the remainder of this month, November and December.  Rick Gifford is beginning discussions with the coordinator of harvesting activities on the Colgate campus, Mike Jasper.

ZRC:  A summary of ideas were brought to Colgate, when the administrators were invited to a working session, as well as to the community on October 6.
