Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:06pm
Approval of Agenda: Approved as presented
Approval of the Regular Meeting of September 22, 2016, Minutes:  Changes: None
A motion was made by Chairman Larson to approve the minutes from the September 22, 2016, meeting as presented. The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
Oliveri’s Pizzeria: The Board reviewed the updated site plan & surveys.  CEO Forth reported the easements are still with the attorneys.
WG Critical Care: Plans presented tonight, labeled WG Critical Care, by Bergmann Associates, dated 7/15/16, revised 8/5/16, 8/18/16, and 10/13/16, C000-Cover Sheet, C080-Existing Conditions Plan, C100-Site Plan, C110-Utility Plan, C120-Grading & Erosion Control Plan, C130-Landscape Plan, C500-C503 Misc Details, LT100-Photometric Plan, Project Number 10901.00.
Mr. Lattierre explained a request to revise the special permit. The applicant will be partitioning off a portion of the warehouse for manufacturing.  There will be no exterior changes to the building.  A picture of the proposed free standing sign was submitted.  The parking has increased by 12 spaces.  Exterior doors and sidewalks were added as requested at the last meeting.  Signage and exterior lighting still need to be added to the site plan.  Member Newman asked if the manufacturing would change the SEQR.  The SEQR submitted will be amended to reflect the addition of manufacturing. The Board would like to know what is being manufactured and what the by-products are.  They will need to get an industrial permit to discharge into the Village system which should address any of the Board’s concerns.   
A motion was made by Member Eberhardt that the addition of manufacturing does not impose any significant adverse environmental impacts and the Board confirms and ratifies its prior negative declaration.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Larson and unanimously carried.
A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to amend the approval of the special permit to add manufacturing as an approved use on site plans labeled WG Critical Care, by Bergmann Associates, dated 7/15/16, revised 8/5/16, 8/18/16, and 10/13/16, C000-Cover Sheet, C080-Existing Conditions Plan, C100-Site Plan, C110-Utility Plan, C120-Grading & Erosion Control Plan, C130-Landscape Plan, C500-C503 Misc Details, LT100-Photometric Plan, Project Number 10901.00.  Closing on the property is still required before the special permit becomes valid.  Required on the site plan is on-building signage and all exterior lighting.  All exterior lighting is to be dark sky compliant and shielded to avoid spillage at the property line.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
New Business
Time with the Mayor: The Planning Board is being recognized for their work with GNB project.  The Mayor will be accepting the award on behalf of the Planning Board and has been asked to speak.  The Mayor asked the Planning Board for insight of the process they wanted highlighted in his speech.
10 College Street: Mr. Pratt stated his house at 10 College has 4 units.  Three-two bedroom apartments and one-three bedroom apartments.  He is seeking relief from the moratorium.  A boardinghouse would be permitted in the U2 with a special permit with the new zoning.  A motion was made by Chairman Larson to recommend to the Board of Trustees to grant relief from the moratorium to Oneida Madison Holdings the owner of 10 College Street because it previously was a group residence and is located in an institutional zone where it is permitted now and with the new proposed zoning.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Eberhardt made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
