MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT 
Colgate Upstate Institute: No report
Bridges: No report.  Meeting will be next week
HBA: HBA/PCD has a new website:   thesishamiltonny.com.  They have received 1000 hits in the first month
July 4th Committee: No report.
Colgate: The Mayor had meetings with Colgate student government leaders, Chief Gifford, Dean Scott Brown, Joanne Borfitz and Fouad Salette, Assistant Dean for Campus Life, to discuss concerns with student parties.   The Mayor reached out to Oliver Hunt, of Beta, by email and phone message but has not heard back.   Members of student government did clean up downtown Sunday morning after the Beta party.   The students also have other ideas about better education and communication between students and community that they want to work on with the Village.

CEO Don Forth and the Mayor have had meetings with the Deans of Residential Life and they want to become more involved with life safety issues for off campus housing. 
NYMIR: The Mayor attended the NYMIR planning and development committee meeting - 2015 retention goals are:  maintain premier position as the largest and strongest writer of NY municipalities by maintaining 98% renewals; have $3 million in new written premium with approximately 40 new accounts. A new goal is to have 40 new online university users to help with risk management. 
TRUSTEE CARTER’s REPORT  
Village Court: The only information Trustee Carter received this month indicated that Judge Haight heard twenty-two cases in September and that a review of the Village Justice Court done by SaxBST, an accounting firm, found only two minor discrepancies in an otherwise exemplary fiscal accounting system.
Village Fire Dept: The Fountain Fire Company #1 has six new recruits who are currently enrolled in a firefighting class which is scheduled to end early next year.  Thus far this month the fire department has responded to 24 fire calls and 16 calls for Emergency Medical Service.
Pedestrian Safety Committee: The committee met Tuesday afternoon, September 23rd, in the village office.  Concerns over the pedestrian crossing on Rt. 12B at Reid Athletic Center prompted a letter to Regional Traffic Engineer Linda Lubey.  Her response indicated that a new study to be undertaken would include an evaluation of this crosswalk.  Members are looking for a replacement for Dan Rains who has moved outside the Village.  A near accident on Kendrick Avenue prompted a discussion of bicycle safety (though technically not a pedestrian issue) and the need for awareness on the part of motorists and cyclists.  There was a question about the school crossing guard at Broad and Kendrick which seems to have worked itself out.  The committee expressed gratitude for the new curb cuts and crosswalks that the Village has put in.
Public Relations: The report on September’s Village meeting sent to the Mid-York Weekly on September 30th has yet to be published.
Farmers’ Market: From a news release of October 14th we learn that the State is attempting to boost what it calls “agribusiness.”  The program of incentives for new farmers includes support from the Department of Agriculture and Markets and loan forgiveness. (See agr.sm.farmersmarkets, Friday, October 17, 2014 1:07 PM)
Community Coalition:  The group met in the Public Library on September 25th.  In the past they have sponsored safe pill disposal at the library and Madison Lane.  The recent application for a Drug Free Community grant was denied.  Most of this month’s session was spent brainstorming for a “vision.”  Needs as seen by the group are (1) an awareness of the impact of alcohol and marijuana on our youth, (2) the impact of nicotine delivery systems (e-cigarettes), and (3) keeping in touch with county, police, and school officials.

TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: Hilary Virgil, Susan Beattie and Sam Stradling met with Administrator Sean Graham, Administrative Assistant Nancy Mitchell, and Jason Fleming, from Depot Engineering, about the construction grant.  Bids will be opened on October 23.  There is a leak in the roof which is dripping into the upstairs hallway, uncomfortably close to the Historical Commission rooms.  Administrator Sean Graham is aware of this.  Administrator Graham reported that the roof has been repaired.
Some new procedures need to be implemented for the audit process.  They may increase the amount of paper work library staff has to do, but they must be done.  Ms. Virgil met with Treasurer Henderson and Clerk Scheckler to discuss cash-handling procedures.  Leslie Tarfassa is the new library clerk.
Historical Commission: Meets next Monday.
Recreation Commission: No report
Parks Advisory Committee: Elizabeth Douglas and Trustee Kliman met with DPW Supervisor Randy Weaver last week and discussed items from my September report.  Our proposals, resulting from meeting with DPW Supervisor Randy Weaver, are on tonight’s handout.  DPW Supervisor Randy Weaver is 110% in favor of them and hopes DPW can start work on shrub and hosta removal this fall.

Zoning Board of Appeals: The ZBA scheduled for last Thursday was cancelled.
ZRC: The ZRC met with the HBA 2 weeks ago. Although few business owners attended ( the meeting was not held on the day the HBA usually meets), we did hear a variety of interesting opinions, the most interesting and probably surprising to the committee, was that most people were quite leery about retail development on the East side of the Green.  There wasn’t time to get into housing, and we have been invited back on Nov. 5, which is a regular HBA meeting day.  A meeting is scheduled for whoever is interested, on 10/26, from 3 to 5 at the Library.  The PDC housing group has been invited, following a letter from Jim Leach, who suggested we work together on this aspect. 
The ZRC has passed the revised Sign Ordinance to the Planning Board for their review and comments.

We have begun to work on Site Plan Review.

Jerry Fuller: Wants to know if the language of the zoning laws will be addressed

Dave Parry: Stated length of time for the moratorium is too long. Half his income last year came from multi-family/boardinghouse remodels and additions and this moratorium is unfair

Norman vonWettberg: Asked if the taxes would be reduced on properties affected by the moratorium.  Attorney Stokes stated that the owner would need to contact the Town Assessor through the grievance process.  

Leroy Hodge: Asked if the Board expects the moratorium to last two years.  Mayor Miller stated that the ZRC is trying to get as much input as possible and is working as fast as possible.  The ZRC email address is zrc@hamilton-ny.gov. 

Emily Oren: Being in the construction business, this moratorium will hurt their business

Wayne Foster: this is an assessment issue and an economic issue.  Stated the Village is passing the buck.
Perter Darby: wanted to make it clear that any assessment issues must be handled by the Town Assessor, not the Village, they have no jurisdiction.

Bob McVaugh: stated that he feels that a minimal number of homes will be impacted by this moratorium and as a member of the ZRC he has noticed that what is reasonable and realistic to one may be something totally different to another and that is why this process is so important.
Richard Frost: We need to trust the Village officials and assessments are not based on speculative values

RESOLUTION ADOPTING LOCAL LAW 2014-5

 ENACTING A ZONING MORATORIUM LOCAL LAW OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON

WHEREAS, proposed legislation denominated Local Law No. 5 of the Year 2014 of the Village of Hamilton, entitled “A Local law imposing a moratorium and prohibition within the Village of Hamilton on the establishment and expansion of boardinghouses, multifamily dwellings, and parking lots”, has been duly introduced before this Board, and


WHEREAS, upon notice duly published, posted and served as required, a public hearing on the adoption of proposed Local Law 2014-5 of the Village of Hamilton was held by this Village Board of Trustees on October 21, 2014, and


WHEREAS, pursuant to a referral duly made pursuant to the provisions of Section 239-m of the General Municipal Law, the Madison County Planning Agency has reviewed proposed Local Law 2014-5 and has recommended that the question of the adoption of this local law be returned to this Board of Trustees for local determination, and


NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that the adoption of this proposed legislation of the Village of Hamilton entitled “A Local law imposing a moratorium and prohibition within the Village of Hamilton on the establishment and expansion of boardinghouses, multifamily dwellings, and parking lots”, is a Type II action as defined by the implementing regulations of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, and it is hereby further


RESOLVED, that after due deliberation, this Village Board finds it in the best interest of the Village of Hamilton to adopt this proposed legislation of the Village of Hamilton, entitled “A Local law imposing a moratorium and prohibition within the Village of Hamilton on the establishment and expansion of boardinghouses, multifamily dwellings, and parking lots”, and further finds the proposed local law to be in accordance with the comprehensive plan for the Village of Hamilton, and does hereby adopt and enact this local law as presented.  The Village Clerk is hereby directed to enter said local law in the minutes of this meeting and in the Local Law Book of the Village of Hamilton, and to give due notice of the adoption of said local law to the Secretary of State.
