Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:03pm
Approval of Agenda: Changes: 
1. Unfinished Business-add “Update on Proposed Zoning Changes”

A motion was made by Chairman Larson to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of September 24, 2015, Minutes:  Changes:
1.  Overview of Plan-Add- “wetland specialist will be in one to two weeks to delineate wetlands and adjacent area”, “Reserve” parking spaces in grass area in northwest corner of site, “Camping area in southwest corner will not be on final site plan”, “The weir will need an easement from Colgate because it is off property”, Uses::As a farm brewery can sell other licensed alcoholic beverages in addition to beer brewed by this facility”, “Lighting: will be dark sky compliant
2. Recommendations: after “specific” add “in labeling plantings (for example, don’t limit front garden to hops)”, after “accommodations” add (sidewalks) for pedestrian traffic to and from Route 12B”, after “report” add “also provide all correspondence with NYS DOT”, after “calculations” add “also provide more details on “reserve parking” contemplated for grass area.
A motion was made by Member Dudrick to approve the minutes from the September 24, 2015, meeting as amended. The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.

The traffic narrative was reviewed. Parking calculations, code 174.62 and land uses were discussed.  Fire truck access and snow removal was discussed.
Installing a sidewalk to connect with the Townhouse sidewalk was discussed.  The Board asked GNB to evaluate a sidewalk plan for the next meeting.

The glycol unit needs to be on the site plan.  A final parking space count is needed.  All signage must be on site plan.  
The section “Overview of plan” was addressed

1. Entrance Driveway will remain and has been approved by the DOT: the driveway has been approved in concept in phone conversation.  Will be wide enough for 2 way traffic.

2. Dumpsters: have been moved to the end of the drive isle after conversation with DPW Supervisor Weaver 

3. Small shed with bathrooms and extra taps in garden area:  this will be introduced in a later phase

4. Handicap spaces (2) are now by front entrance

5. Camping area has been removed

6. Weir easement: the weir has been moved back on property so no easement is needed

The section “Recommendation” was addressed

1. Make final plan less specific: labeled as agriculture

2. Pedestrian traffic sidewalk: GNB will need to make a sidewalk plan

3. Exterior Lighting: on site plan

Part II of the SEQR was completed during the meeting.
Update on Proposed Zoning Changes: Copies of the proposed zoning changes are available at the Village Office for review for the October 29th meeting
New Business
