Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. 
Approval of Agenda: Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of September 25, 2014, Minutes:  Changes:

1. Change 9 Albany Street to 9 Eaton Street

A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to approve the minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
Sandra MacKinnon Sub-division of tax parcel 168.07-1-7 Milford Street: CEO Forth stated that Ms. MacKinnon did not need to go before the ZBA.  According to the Village Bulk Zoning Regulations the B3 is the same as the B2 which is the same as the B1; with a 25’ side and rear setbacks.  The map presented tonight does not show the Village right-of-way.  Having one defined entrance and convey an easement was suggested.  Attorney Stokes would like to research the Village easement and suggest to her to define the access.  Tabled
Wayne Foster – 11/13 Eaton Street proposed Special Permit Application:  Attorney Stokes stated there is a current moratorium.  Chairman Larson reported that there has not been an updated application brought before the Board so he is unsure why Mr. vonWettberg is in attendance.  Mr. vonWettberg stated that he is trying to get this in front of the Zoning Board of Appeals and whether there is a moratorium or not, Mr. Foster still should be able to obtain a variance.  Attorney Stokes stated that Mr. Foster cannot because it is precluded by the moratorium.  Attorney Stokes advised Mr. vonWettberg to make an application to the Village Board of Trustees for the waiver.  Until a waiver is granted the Planning Board is precluded from hearing the application.  Mr. vonWettberg stated that part of the reason he is in attendance tonight is to try to understand what the Planning Board wants and why these things did not happen before the moratorium passed.  Chairman Larson told Mr. vonWettberg that the application that was submitted was incomplete.  Mr. vonWettberg asked why it is incomplete.  He wants a specific list of what is required.  Mr. vonWettberg was told again that code 174.53D explains what is needed.  Mr. vonWettberg stated that he does not understand what the Planning Board wants in regards to the stormwater.  Chairman Larson stated that the requirements Board has for the Village Code and the State EAF is that the Board must determine if this project will have any adverse environmental impacts.   Mr. vonWettberg was told that Mr. Foster needs to present what is listed in code 174.53D.  Mr. Foster stated that he knows that certain people are against this project.  He wants an honest opinion whether “it” is a year or so down the road; “can this fly or can’t it fly”, “legally can it fly”.  He does not want to get attorneys involved he just wants everyone to be honest and upfront.  Mr. Foster was told that he is being asked to provide the same information that everyone else would be asked to provide; the process remains the same regardless of who you are. 
New Business
Review Cell Phone Tower Regulation: CEO Forth stated that he is bringing this to the Board because he received a call inquiring about a cell tower being placed in the Village.  Upon reviewing the Village codes, CEO Forth could not locate any code that directly deals with cell/communication towers and would like it addressed in the codes.  Attorney Stokes can forward sample wording from other communities.  Carolyn Todd stated that the Town of Hamilton’s codes do address these towers and can be found on their website.
Review Sign Law 133-Revised by the ZRC: The Board reviewed text from document sent to them on October 10, 2014.  Several items were discussed.  Attorney Stokes asked that the new version be typed and sent to him, the ZRC and the Planning Board. 
A motion was made by Member Newman to refer the revised sign law to the Board of Trustees after the Village attorney reviews.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.  
The next meeting will be November 20, 2014, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Dudrick and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:39p.m.
