New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: Bart King and Joe Wyman have spent most of the month wiring the new DPW building.  Line Foreman Rhyde and Jeff Schindler have been working on stray voltage.  Line Foreman Rhyde would like to surplus the 2000 white Pick-Up, unit 6-1.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to surplus the white 2000 pick-up.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: There are several account concerns at this time.  The Commission discussed options to take to collect outstanding bills.  Water and Sewer can be re-levied on the tax bills.

Banners: Clerk Scheckler asked what material the Commission would like to use, vinyl or fabric.  Also the lettering may be too small.  The Commission is fine with any changes that need to be made to the size of the lettering.

Line Foreman Rhyde reported that the Colgate Inn’s gas service has been installed and Mosher’s will have service on Sunday.  The Mayor received a request for assistance from NYCOM with the PSC proposed consent order.  Administrator Graham stated he has contacted Attorney Kevin Brocks for guidance.  
Administrator Graham would like to have a “close out” meeting with Colgate, Attorney Kevin Brocks, Hudson River Group Frank Radigan, and the MUC.   Kevin Brocks is scheduling a get together on December 2 at the Colgate Inn.
Premier: Administrative Assistant Mitchell stated that there are concerns with the lack of training of staff for gas emergencies.  She received a proposal from Premier Utility service for training for natural gas for $9,840.00.  More information was requested by the Commission.  Tabled.
Old Business

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 28%, expenses at 24%.  Water revenue is at 39%, expenses at 29%.  Sewer revenue is at 35%, expenses at 33%.  Gas revenue is at 0%, expenses at 0%.
RFP-Village Office:  The RFP, drafted by Administrative Assistant Mitchell, was emailed to the Commission to review.  Trustee Lura would like “National” added to the historic register.
Personal Time for Salaried Employees: According to current policy, salaried employees do not receive any personal time until they have been employed for one year.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve three days of personal time upon hire and recommend to the Board of Trustees to approve.  Trustee Lura added that all time off must be requested on paper and approved by Administrator Graham.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.  
The next meeting will be December 9, 2014, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
Executive Session: A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to enter into an executive session at 5:21pm to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to exit the executive session at 6:01pm.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:02pm.
