APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Approved as presented.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Regular Meeting of October 13, 2015: Changes requested:

A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to approve the October 13, minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Lura and unanimously carried. 
PERSONNEL:  A motion was made by Commissioner Gustafson to enter into an executive session to discuss personnel matters at 6:08pm.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to exit the executive session at 6:28pm.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  No action taken.

New Business
Line Foreman’s Report: (Given by Gas Supervisor Chris Carhart) The crew has been working at the Security Substation, the DPW Garage and on stray voltage.
Status of Delinquent Accounts: A property on Maple, Madison and Milford were discussed.  There are no concerns at this time.
Cable Purchase for Sub Station Project: Administrative Assistant Mitchell explained that an emergency purchase of cable for the Security Substation needed to be purchased that was “over and above” what was in the specs.  The quote from Utica Valley Elec was for $24,870.07.  A motion was made by Trustee Lura to approve the emergency purchase of cable for the substation.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried.  Voting 4-ayes, 1-nay.
Chipper: Administrative Assistant Mitchell reported the MUC has budgeted for a new chipper.  The quote from Vermeer was $35,403.00, $7,400.00 higher than originally reported.  The MUC is looking for approval from the Commission to spend the extra $7,400.00 that will be taken from the depreciation account.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to approve the MUC request for additional funds.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and carried.  Voting-4 ayes, 1 nay.

AT&T Water Tank Lease Amendment #4: Administrator Graham explained he was contacted by AT&T wanting to modify their contract with us for their equipment at the water tank.  Attorney Stokes reported that the proposed agreement does not benefit the Village in anyway and recommends taking no action.  A motion was made by Commissioner Holcomb to recommend to the Village Board of Trustees to not accept the changes to the original contract.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gustafson and unanimously carried.  

Colgate: Administrator Graham reported Colgate would like to make some modifications to the electric service at the Chapel House.  They also want to install a geothermal service.  We have a local law that requires extensive engineering before it can be approved.

Sewer Relief for 19 Lebanon Street: Village Clerk Scheckler reported 19 Lebanon Street had a hot water tank leak.  Their usual usage is 8 units and they went through 38 units.  They are asking for $179.36 in relief.  They do have a dirt floor.  A motion was made by Commissioner Baker to grant the requested relief.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.
GNB Force Main: Administrator Graham explained the options that GNB will need to explore and whether or not the Village would like ownership of the system.  Administrator Graham will contact GNB.  MRB’s report was discussed.
Culvert on College Street: Administrator Graham reported Madison County has tagged this culvert.  The Village will need to produce an engineer report and will need to replace the Spring of 2016.

Many hours were spent on this.  Attorney Stokes stated that the Village was required after year one for the PSC and Colgate.  Many hours were spent on this.    Those present received a packet outlining the revenue & expenses for year one and projection for year two. 
A motion was made by Mayor McVaugh to adjourn the Trustees portion of the meeting at 5:46pm.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Lura and unanimously carried.

Old Business

Customer Rights & Responsibilities: Administrator Graham reported the rights & responsibilities will be going out with the monthly bills in December or January.

Emkey Mtg: The Mayor, Administrator Graham, and met with Emkey.  They are interested in supplying the Village with natural gas.  No action was taken.

Milford Street: Gas Supervisor Carhart reported the Milford Street project is finished.  They did 1400’ of directional drilling for natural gas and 350’ of directional drilling for the sewer department.

CLAIMS: Commissioner Gustafson reviewed the claims and made a motion to pay them.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  
Financial Statements: Treasurer Henderson distributed the financial reports.  Electric revenue is at 29%, expenses at 29%.  Water revenue is at 44%, expenses at 30%.  Sewer revenue is at 33%, expenses at 101%.  Gas revenue is at 24%, expenses at 26%.
The next meeting will be December 8, 2015, at 4:30pm, at the Village Office.
ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Commission, Trustee Lura made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 6:30pm.
