PUBLIC PRESENT: Wesley Wendt; Bruce Snyder, Delta Engineering.

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m..

Approval of Agenda

The agenda was approved as written.

Approval of Minutes

Regular Meeting October 28, 2010- Chairman McVaugh requested spelling corrections of “Aarron” to “Aaron,” “busses” to “buses” and “Tarrant” to “Taranto.”  The words “as steps in that process” be added to first sentence of paragraph two on page two.  Under Parking Lot-Colgate Inn in the fourth sentence change the word “never” to “not fully.” A motion was made by Member Barrett to approve the October 28, 2010,  minutes as amended.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Unfinished  Business

Wendt University Inn-Proposed Expansion, Site Plan

Mr. Bruce Snyder, representing Wesley Wendt, presented revised plans dated November 12, 2010, showing all parking on Mr. Wendt’s Village property.  Required spaces are at 131.  Buses can occupy up to 20-25 spaces.  Chairman McVaugh questioned the exit route for buses.  Chairman McVaugh stated his concerns with regards to grading.  Mr. Snyder stated once the plans are approved the revisions to grading will be made.  Chairman McVaugh reminded the Board of Code 174.47B, screening requirements, that it is common practice to consult neighbors and if necessary install a 6' buffer strip.  This strip would be located between the Hotel and the White’s property.  The lighting of the back lot and existing lighting was reviewed along with the walkway revision, dumpster access (Mr. Snyder will contact Randy Weaver), increased landscaped area, required parking dimension size of 9'x20' or 10'x18', and that the propane tanks will be occupying 2 parking space.  The total number of rooms will be 58 existing and 42 new rooms, which changes the number of parking spaces to 100 spaces for rooms and 26 spaces for the conference room.  The Board verified plans dated November12, 2010, summary of required spaces as accurate.  Chairman McVaugh stated because the SEQR requirement of 30 days ends on November 26, 2010, no decision can be made.  Chairman McVaugh stated they did hear from the Town of Madison.  They were content with the Villages judgement.  No word yet from the County and DOT.  The effects of annexation were discussed.  Mr. Wendt and Mr. Snyder will be notified of any SEQR input by 

11/29/10.

Next meeting is scheduled for December 16, 2010, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Barrett made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:35 p.m.
