Mayor Miller called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Approval of Agenda: Changes requested: None
A motion was made by Trustee Servedio to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.

Approval of Minutes of the October 28, 2014 Special Meeting: Requested Changes: None

Public Comment: Suzanne Collins recently was speaking with Greg Owens, from the Tree Committee, who is concerned that the recently planted trees were Ash, which are susceptible to the Emerald Ash borer.
MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT 
Colgate Upstate Institute: The County Planning Department is holding its annual training meeting for all members of the Planning and Zoning Boards on December 2, 2014, in Oneida.
Bridges: No report
HBA: No report
Hamilton Initiative: The Mayor met with Ron Joyce, the new chair of the Initiative, and discussed ideas for the future of the Village.
July 4th Committee: No report.
Colgate: The Mayor participated in the ribbon cutting ceremony along with Colgate’s President Herbst and MUC President John Basher at the new gas boilers at Colgate.
Mayor Miller, Sergeant Worthley, and CEO Don Forth met with Colgate’s junior class who wish to live off-campus next year to explain what is expected when living in a residential community.

The Cultural Arts Center is waiting to hear on an economic development grant from the State.
Town of Hamilton: The Board is working on creating a tax district to help fund SOMAC and continue to work on their comprehensive plan.

TRUSTEE CARTER’s REPORT  
Village Court: Justice Haight’s report of November 4th indicates that he heard one of each of the following cases: a menacing behavior, an unlicensed operation of a vehicle, a registration violation, and an unauthorized use of a license.  There were two cases each regarding DWI and cell phone misuse.  Finally, there were four cases involving parking violations.
Village Fire Dept: Fire Chief Holcomb met with traffic engineer James Napoleon at the Maple/Lebanon/Eaton Intersection to discuss fire department concerns.  The fire chief gave Mr. Napoleon data showing the use of Lebanon Street by emergency responders; of seven-hundred-odd calls to the fire station, over four hundred required the use of Lebanon Street to respond.  On another note, 17 of our volunteer firefighters have just completed a three-week long training program on vehicle extrication after a traffic accident. 

Pedestrian Safety Committee: On November 7th at 4:15 pm in the Village Office, three committee members met with James Napoleon, the traffic engineer called in by the Village to evaluate the Maple/Lebanon/Eaton Intersection.  Mr. Napoleon’s stated purpose was to gather background information and hear concerns.  After hearing from the members, Mr. Napoleon shared some of his preliminary findings.
Public Relations: Trustee Kliman gave a report to the Mid-York Weekly on the previous month’s meeting.
Farmers’ Market: On November 1st the Farmers’ Market had its final session of the year.  The 2015 season is scheduled to begin on May 2nd.  In this year’s annual meeting of the Hamilton Farmers Market Co-op, members voted to offer only non-genetically modified produce.  Based on a survey in which only eight vendors participated, the respondents generally considered Hamilton a good location with reasonable rental rates.   
Community Coalition (Bridges):  The group met in the community room of the library on October 28th at 3:00 pm.  The meeting, which lasted about an hour, was devoted primarily to the sharing of the results of the survey that had been distributed at the previous meeting.
Bridges: No report
TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: The Board met on Nov. 5.  The Code of Ethics was approved and a Cash Handling Process and Investment Policy were discussed.  After discussion, both were tabled until the December meeting. These policies, which were previously lacking, are necessary for the State Library Audit, for which we still do not have a date.   There will be a training session for Trustees, in preparation for the audit, on 12/2, given by two attorneys from Whiteman, Osterman, and Hanna.
The Board approved, retroactively, Lelise Tarfassa’s appointment as Library Clerk, which was effective 10/20.  The Board reviewed revised procedures for emergency closings (e.g. weather-related or other emergencies).  The Library does not always close when HCS does!

The Construction Grant low bid came in about $2,000.00 over what the Library had budgeted.  The bid went to Wilcox Construction, and at a meeting on 10/28, it was voted that the overage will come from the general fund.  The Library is very grateful to the village for approving this.   The roof leak on the second floor and lead abatement will be put off until Spring, and painting of the new wing won’t be done because of the extra cost.
Friends of the Library:  Liz Bodian is the new Board Director at-large, and she has volunteered to update and manage the Friends’ webpage.  Remember, now that the Friends are an official 501©3 organization, all donations to them are tax deductible. 

Historical Commission: Joan Prindle reviewed the work that’s being done on refurbishing the murals.

Find of the month!  While rummaging through various artifacts, Joan found a letter granting a leave to a Revolutionary War soldier, signed by George Washington.  It certainly looks authentic and she will try and have it authenticated.  Unfortunately, no one on the Commission knows who donated it. She has ordered more shelves which are needed as the Commission continues to organize and categorize its many artifacts, including books, letters, certificates of various kinds, pieces of clothing, and objects.  Jane Todd and Joan Prindle worked extra hours on a weekday to begin the process of labeling and shelving books by category.

Recreation Commission: The Commission met early in November to review the summer program, among other items.  Harry Jarcho has ordered some supplies for next summer on this year’s budget, because the program this summer brought in more income than there were expenses.  He believes that one reason the program runs so well is because of the veteran staff at top positions.  Yoga, which was offered for the first time this summer, did not work very well because there was lack of continuity and it was scheduled some days at the same time as other activities. He would not recommend offering yoga again.

The skating rink was discussed, focusing on when the rink should go up, making permanent signs, organizing volunteers for shoveling snow, and various ways to raise money for the rink.  It has been largely Chelly Crouch’s project, and she plans to contact Administrator Sean Graham and DPW Supervisor Randy Weaver very soon.

Parks Advisory Committee: No report
Trails Committee: Trustee Kliman have received several phone calls and e-mails about the future of the trail since the airport fence has gone up.  It is Trustee Kliman’s understanding that there will be a new section of trail at the southwest corner of the airport in the area that has to be set aside for maintenance of the fence.  The rest of the trail will remain as is.  Administrator Graham reported there will be a modification to the southeastern side of the trail.  
Friends of the Symphony: No report.
Shared Services Committee: No report
Zoning Board of Appeals: No report.
ZRC: They continue to work hard on the revision of some zoning in the village.  They are meeting twice/week and Jim Stokes met with us last Friday to discuss his role in writing the code.

Revising the Site Plan Review code is a current project.

On Wednesday, some of the ZRC are meeting with a group of women, headed by Liz Brackett, who are all concerned that at some future date, they will no longer be able to keep up their current (mostly large) homes, have long ties to Hamilton and want to remain here, but are worried that there are no good housing options for elders who do not qualify for Madison Lane.  They have suggested ideas like dividing up big houses into 3 or 4 affordable apartments or establishing quiet zones rather than trying to zone residential areas so students can’t live in them.

TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC: 1. The utility crew has been assisting with the wiring of the new garage.

2.  There will a new hydrant put in at Triangle Park to replace one across the street.  It will help will flooding of the ice rink.

3.  Gas service is complete to the Colgate Inn and Mosher's farm.

4.  The MUC is getting quotes for the banners identifying us as a municipal utility village.

5.  David Rhyde will retire in December, and provisions are being made to cover his job until a permanent replacement can be found.

Streets, Sidewalks and Streetscape: No report. 
DPW and Solid Waste Management: 1. The crews are now in snow maintenance mode.

2.  Leaf pick-up should be complete.  The leaves are double mulched and stored at the DPW grounds for use.

3.  The ice rink will be going up next week.  When the new hydrant is in place, the time necessary to maintain the rink will be less.

4.  The salt brine operation is going well.

5.  The new garage is 90% complete.

6.  The Town of Hamilton will buy a surplus pick-up from us for $2,500.

Madison Street Cemetery: Nothing to report other than we continue to allow the purchase of lots at a continuing long-term cost to the Village, even though other local cemeteries are available.

PCD: 1. The PCD had its regular meeting at which the bylaws were updated and approved.  The process of review was lengthy and thorough.

2.  The Chocolate Festival was discussed at some length.  It was considered a success, but the work and time required of PCD staff is extensive.  The Board will continue its discussion of the PCD's role in future festivals.

3.  The Board is also discussing a "vision" for the PCD.  The discussion centers around whether its role has moved away from the initial beginning when it was focused on larger development projects.  That discussion will continue as well.

4.  The Town of Hamilton has increased its contribution from $10,000 to $25,000 a year.  The hope is that the Village will do the same.

TRUSTEE SERVEDIO’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department: The department is severely understaffed right now.  Officer Mlasgar is out for an extended period of time recovering from surgery Chief Gifford is not yet working full-time.

Airport/Airpark Commission:  No report.  

Tree Committee:  Trustee Servedio spoke with Greg Owens about some reported trees with issues in the Village.

Campus Safety: No report

Deer Task Force: The successful use of bow hunters in the Trumansburg/Lansing areas and how using their strategies, in the Village of Hamilton, to control the deer population was the main focus of the discussion.   Attorney Stokes expressed many concerns with liability to the Village.  Suzanne Collins expressed her concern as well.

Planning Board:  The Board reviewed changes to the Sign Law that were submitted by the ZRC.  There was a recommendation to send the revisions to the BOT and Attorney Jim Stokes for approval.

WHEREAS, Mr. King will remain under his current union contract and will revert to his current position of Water Treatment Plant Operator and Line Mechanic/Meter Technician at the prevailing union wage plus time served, at the end of this agreement; now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees authorize the Mayor to sign an Interim Employment Agreement with Mr. Barton King for the period of December 27, 2014 ending May 30, 2015 for the positon of Line Supervisor/Water Treatment Plant Operator; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that compensation and all other stipulations for this interim position can be found in the Interim Employment Agreement between The Village of Hamilton and Barton King.

OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON

AMENDED PROCUREMENT POLICY FOR THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON

      WHEREAS, Section 104-b of the General Municipal Law requires the governing body of every municipality to adopt a procurement policy for all goods and services which are not required by law to be publicly bid; and

      WHEREAS, comments have been solicited from all officers in the Village of Hamilton involved in the procurement process.

      NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Village of Hamilton does hereby adopt the following amended procurement policy which is intended to apply to the procurement of goods and services by the Village of Hamilton as provided herein.

1.
Every purchase to be made must be initially reviewed to determine whether it is a purchase contract or a public works contract. In general, if the contract involves a substantial amount of services that is the focal point of the agreement, and the purchase of goods is incidental, it will be considered a contract for public work. Conversely, if services or labor is only minimal or incidental to the purchase of goods, it is generally considered a purchase contract.

2.
Once the determination is made between a purchase contract or a public works contract, a good faith effort shall be made to determine whether it is known or can reasonably be expected that the combined amount to be spent on the item of supply or service is subject to competitive bidding, taking into account past purchases and the combined amount to be spent in a year. The following items are generally subject to competitive bidding pursuant to Section 103 of the General Municipal Law:

•
Purchase contracts over $20,000

•
Public work contracts over $35,000

3. 
Under General Municipal Law Section 103, the following items are generally not subject to competitive bidding, regardless of amount, but said Section 103 shall be reviewed for a complete statement of its terms and applicability in any given instance:

•
Emergency purchases

•
Certain municipal hospital purchases

•
Goods purchased from agencies for the blind or severely handicapped

•
Goods purchased from correctional institutions

•
Purchases under State or County contracts

•
Surplus and second-hand purchases from another governmental entity.

Professional Services.

The individual or board authorizing the purchase shall document in writing the decision and reason that a purchase is not subject to competitive bidding under GML Section 103. The documentation may include written quotes from vendors, notes of oral quotes from vendors, a memo indicating how the decision was arrived at, a copy of the contract indicating the source which makes the item or service exempt, a memo from the purchaser detailing the circumstances which led to an emergency purchase, a board resolution, or any other written documentation that is appropriate.

3.
Except as provided in section 7 below, in order that goods are purchased at the lowest responsible price and that the Village receives the best value from its purchases, all goods and services not required to be procured by sealed competitive bids or exempt from competitive bidding as provided in section “2” above shall be secured by use of written requests for proposals, written quotations, oral quotations, purchase orders. 

4.
The following method of purchase documentation will be used when required by this policy in order to achieve the highest savings and /or best value to the Village:

A good faith effort shall be made to obtain the required number of proposals or quotations. If the purchaser is unable to obtain the required number of proposals or quotations, the purchaser will document the attempt made at obtaining the proposals. In no event shall the failure to obtain the proposals be a bar to the procurement.

5.
Documentation is required for each action taken in connection with each procurement. The following are examples of acceptable documentation:

Oral Quotations: The telephone log or other record should record at a minimum: date, item or service desired, price quoted, name of vendor, name of vendor's representative.

Written Quotations: Vendor should provide at a minimum: date, description of details of service to be provided, price quoted, and name of contact.

Requests for Proposals: Depending on the situation, the RFP may be prepared in-house or require the assistance of a consultant.

6.
Documentation and an explanation is required whenever a contract is awarded to other than the lowest responsible supplier/laborer. This documentation shall include an explanation of how the award will achieve savings or how the supplier/laborer was not accountable. A determination that the supplier/laborer is not accountable shall be made by the purchaser. 

7.
In the following circumstances, alternative proposals, purchase orders and/ or quotations shall not be required:

a. 
Contracts for Professional services or services requiring special or technical skill, training or expertise. The individual or company must be chosen based on accountability, reliability, skill, education and training, judgment, integrity, and moral worth. These qualifications are not necessarily found in the individual company that offers the lowest price and the nature of these services is such that they do not readily lend themselves to competitive procurement procedures. In determining whether a service fits into this category, the Board of Trustees shall take into consideration the following guidelines:

•
Whether the services are subject to State licensing or testing requirements

•
Whether substantial formal education or training is a necessary prerequisite to the performance of the services

•
Whether the services require a personal relationship between the individual and municipal officials.

Professional or technical services shall include but not necessarily be limited to the following: services of an attorney; services of a physician; technical services of an engineer or architect engaged to prepare plans, maps or estimates; securing insurance coverage and/or services of an insurance broker; services of a certified public accountant; investment management services; printing services involving extensive writing, editing or art work; management of municipally owned property; and computer software or programming services for customized programs, or services involved insubstantial modification and customizing of prepackaged software.

b.       
Emergency purchases pursuant to Section 103(4) of the General Municipal Law. Due to the nature of this exception, these goods or services must be purchased immediately and a delay in order to seek alternate proposals may threaten the life, health, safety or welfare of the residents. This section does not preclude alternate proposals if time permits.

c.
Purchases of surplus and second-hand goods from any source. If alternate proposals are required, the Village of Hamilton is not prohibited from purchasing surplus and second-hand goods at auctions or through specific advertised sources where the best prices are usually obtained.

d.
Payments under contracts approved by the Board of Trustees, including capital improvements and purchases.

e.
Electricity, Natural Gas & Aviation Fuel purchases for distribution via Village distribution systems and municipal airport.

f.
New York State Tax payments.

h.
Periodic Insurance contract and premium payments.

i.
Legal Advertisements and notices.

j.
Recurring periodic service contracts payments totaling less than $20,000.00 per fiscal year. (More than this amount requires Board approval).

k.
Periodic telephone and telecommunications bills and expenses.

l.
Utility bills and expenses.

8.
Purchase orders will be produced by the Village Treasurer or Village Clerk. The Village Treasurer, as the Fiscal Officer will then certify that funds are available for this purchase and the Village Administrator, as the Purchasing Agent, will authorize the purchase.

9.
In accordance with the MU-1 Schedule Records Retention adopted by the Village of Hamilton on December 13, 2011, the Purchase orders, claims and all other procurement documents will be retained for a period of 6 years unless otherwise noted by New York State Archives, New York Codes, Rules and Regulations or by Federal Regulations.

10.
Any individual making a purchase with a credit card shall follow the credit card policy adopted by the Board of Trustees. Employees using a Village credit card shall return the card and provides itemized receipts for each purchase to the Village Treasurer upon returning to their place of work. The receipts must indicate the reason and nature of each purchase. All receipts and expenditures shall be reconciled with the monthly statements and audited by the Village Board of Trustees. If the employee making a purchase with a Village credit card cannot produce a receipt, they shall be responsible for reimbursement to the village. No personal purchases or entertainment expenses may be paid with a Village credit card. All purchases not expressly authorized in the budget must be board approved. In the event of willful or negligent default of the obligations of the employee making a purchase with a Village credit card, the Mayor shall undertake such recovery action as deemed appropriate by law.

11.
Receipts and acknowledgments of goods and services shall be reconciled to the Purchase Orders, along with the appropriate invoices, for the monthly approval by the Board of Trustees of the claims and warrants.

The unintentional failure to fully comply with the provisions of this Resolution or the provisions of Section 104-b of the General Municipal Law shall not constitute grounds for any claim against the Village of Hamilton or any officer or employee thereof.

I. Chapter 112 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton is hereby re-titled “PEDDLERS, SOLICITORS AND MOBILE FOOD VENDORS”.

II. Existing sections 112-1 through and including section 112-12 of Chapter 112 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton shall hereafter constitute “ARTICLE I – PEDDLERS AND SOLICITORS”.

III. Section 112-1 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton is hereby amended to add the following defined term:

MOBILE FOOD VENDOR - Any person or persons, group, organization or entity engaged in the sale of prepared, ready to eat food items upon any public land, but excluding any person or persons licensed to sell food items at the Hamilton Farmers’ Market in accordance with Chapter 66 of this Code, or permitted at any community or charitable event approved by the Board of Trustees.

IV. Section 112-3 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton is hereby re-titled “Persons and organizations exempt from this Article.”

V. There is hereby added to Chapter 112 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton a new Article II to read as follows:

                       ARTICLE II – MOBILE FOOD VENDORS

§ 112-13.  Applicability of this Article. In addition to the provisions of Article I of this Chapter, the provisions of this Article II shall apply to any mobile food vendor desiring to operate on any type of a seasonal, or one time basis in the Village of Hamilton.  

§ 112-14.  Special Regulations for Mobile Food Vendors in Public Areas.  


All mobile food vendors must obtain a seasonal or one-time mobile food vendor’s license.  These licenses will be issued by the, Board of Trustees beginning with applications received on or after January 1st and before January 31st of each calendar year.  Licenses shall be valid for only a single calendar year and only between May 1st and October 31st of that year.

1. No more than two mobile food vendor’s licenses will be issued for any public space.   Locations shall be specifically approved by the Board of Trustees. No locations on Route 12B or Lebanon Street shall be eligible for a license. No license shall be issued for any location within 100 80 feet of an established restaurant or retail food business, unless the mobile food vendor is the owner or operator of the established business. All locations must provide for pedestrian access to the vendor from the sidewalk side of the street only. Hours of operation shall be limited to the hours between 9:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m., unless otherwise approved by the Board of Trustees for any particular application. The Board of Trustees may impose such other and further conditions as it deems appropriate with respect to any particular application.

2. In the event there is more than one application to operate in a particular space received by the Village Clerk between January 1st and January 31st, the space will be awarded to the applicant that held the license for that space during the immediately preceding season. If neither applicant held the license for the space during the immediately preceding season, the space will be awarded by lottery conducted by the Village Clerk. If only one application for the space has been received by the Village Clerk between January 1st and January 31st, the space shall be awarded to that applicant. Thereafter, applications shall be awarded on a first come basis.

3. Each mobile food vendor must submit proof of all required insurance coverage, including liability and worker’s compensation, if applicable, as well as a permit from the Madison County Health Department.  Insurance coverages shall be in accordance with such terms and conditions as may be established from time to time by resolution of the Board of Trustees.  All mobile food vendors will be required to have a New York State sales tax certificate.

4. With the exception of a restaurant or other food service business with an established place of business within the Village of Hamilton, mobile food vendors shall pay a license fee for each mobile food vendor’s license in addition to any permit fee required under Article I of this Chapter.  License fees will be determined by the duration (seasonal or one-time) of the license, and will be set from time to time by resolution of the Board of Trustees.

5. No mobile food vendor will be permitted on lawn areas of parks or other public lands without specific permission of the Board of Trustees. Vendor operations shall not interfere with the free flow of vehicular or pedestrian traffic.

6. Mobile food vendors shall be responsible for all clean-up and removal of debris and trash from their individual sites, and shall provide suitable disposal receptacles for use by patrons.

7. Mobile food vendors shall be responsible for repair of any damage whatsoever caused by, or in association, with their business to any public lands or facilities.  The Village shall have the right at any time and without prior notice to the license holder, to repair any such damage and invoice the license holder for the costs of such repairs.
VI.  This local law shall be effective immediately upon its filing with the Secretary of State.

RESOLUTION NO #136-2014

A RESOLUTION ENACTING A LOCAL LAW TO AMEND CHAPTER 112

OF THE CODE OF THE VILLAGE OF HAMILTON
WHEREAS, upon notice duly published and posted as required, a public hearing was held by the Board of Trustees on November 18, 2014 on the adoption of a proposed local law of the Village of Hamilton entitled “A local law to amend chapter 112 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton with respect to Peddlers and food vendors”, and 

WHEREAS, the adoption of this local law is not an action that may have an effect on the environment as defined by the implementing regulations of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act, and is therefore not an action subject to SEQRA.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED as follows:

After due deliberation, the Board finds it in the best interest of the Village of Hamilton to adopt this local law, and does hereby adopt the local law entitled, “A local law to amend chapter 112 of the Code of the Village of Hamilton with respect to Peddlers and food vendors”.  The Village Clerk is hereby directed to enter said Local Law in the minutes, and to give due notice of the adoption of said Local Law to the Secretary of State with an amendment changing the distance requirement from 100 feet to 80 feet of an established restaurant.
