Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. 
Approval of Agenda: Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Newman to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of October 29, 2014, Minutes:  Changes: None
A motion was made by Member Newman to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Unfinished Business
Sandra MacKinnon Sub-division of tax parcel 168.07-1-7 Milford Street: Brian Chapin presented new drawings labelled Final Subdivision Plat Lands of Sandra A. MacKinnon, dated 7/23/2014, by Chapin Land Surveyors, Hamilton, NY, with defined lot lines and easements.  A motion was made by Member Eberhardt to approve the final subdivision plat as presented, dated 7/23/2014, last revised 11/14/2014, on the condition that the format and content of the reciprocal easement agreement for the Village and the public be approved by the Village attorney prior to the Chair of the Planning Board signing the plan.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried. An amendment to the motion was made by Member Eberhardt to include that this is an unlisted action under SEQR with no adverse environmental impacts expected.  Seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.
New Business
Chuck Fox-review possible project on College Street: Mr. Fox came before the Board to discuss his intentions to purchase 7 College Street, then to add two, two bedroom apartments in the current garage/shed.  The Board and Mr. Fox discussed combining the two buildings or building a separate structure.  A variance would be required from the Zoning Board of Appeals.  Code 174.29-principle building was referenced.  Code 174.14B was referenced.  Setbacks and lot size will be issues that will need to be addressed.  Also, the moratorium currently in affect should also be considered.  
Hamilton Theater LLC-3 Lebanon Street (site review): Shannon Mantaro, Ron Wright Jr, General Contractor, and Bruce Ward, architect, were asked by CEO Forth to come before the Planning Board to explain the ventilation system attached to the outside of the building.  Ms. Mantaro explained that she had applied for a special permit but was told because it was not a change of use so a special permit was not needed and received a building permit from CEO McGinnis, prior to his retirement, and that he had approved the site plan that was presented.  Ms. Mantaro stated that she was recently informed by the current CEO, Mr. Forth, that a site plan review was needed.  Mr. Wright explained the captiveaire system.  Chair Larson explained that an accurate approved site plan must be on file.  There is not a parking requirement for a restaurant in the B1.   Chairman Larson stated he would like to see a plan view with the outside modifications on it.  A motion was made by Chairman Larson to approve the site plan submitted by Hamilton Theater LLC, labelled Floor Plan, Sheet No. 1, dated August 6, 2014, revised Sept. 19, 2014, by Bruce Ward Architect pending the submittal of new site plans to include: the condenser, the air unit, vents, grease trap/drum, garbage, propane tanks, and elevations and pending the approval by CEO Don Forth; that this is an unlisted action under SEQR, no adverse environmental impacts are expected.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.
Review Cell Phone Tower Regulation: The Planning Board members will review documents provide by the ZRC and have suggestions/comments/changes ready for the December meeting.  
The next meeting will be December 18, 2014, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Newman made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:39p.m.
