NATURAL GAS WORKING FOREPERSON
WHEREAS, THE Village of Hamilton owns and operates a Municipal Gas Utility, the operation of which is overseen by the Village Municipal Utilities Commission (MUC); and
WHEREAS, the Village has previously created the position of Natural Gas Working Foreperson as a management / non-union position; and
WHEREAS, the MUC has determined there is a need to fill the position of Natural Gas Working Foreperson; and
WHEREAS, current Natural Gas Mechanic/Meter Technician, Chris Carhart, has demonstrated extreme proficiency and leadership skills in his current job duties, as well as an excellent working knowledge of the gas system installation, operations and maintenance activities specific to the Village of Hamilton’s natural gas utility; and
WHEREAS, the MUC has recommended that Mr. Carhart be offered the position of Natural Gas Working Foreperson; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Carhart has indicated his willingness to assume and perform the duties of the Natural Gas Working Foreperson as described as described in the Village job description for said position; now
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees hereby appoints Chris Carhart to the management / non-union position of Natural Gas Working Foreperson, with said appointment to be effective as of November 22, 2014; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the initial hourly rate of pay shall be thirty dollars ($30.00) per hour; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,  that all other benefits associated with and earned by Mr. Carhart, in his existing position, shall remain in effect and move forward into the Working Foreperson position (vacation, personal time, etc.); and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that there is a probationary period of six (6) months.
