Chairman Larson called the meeting to order at 7:05pm

A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.
Approval of the Regular Meeting of October 22, 2015, Minutes:  Changes: None

SEQR Part II was completed at the meeting.  Items discussed:
1. Pedestrians

2. Odors

3. Traffic 

4. No moderate or large impact found

A motion was made by Chairman Larson that based on review and completion of Part II of SEQR, the Planning Board has not identified any significant adverse environmental impact, therefore making a negative declaration.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Chairman Larson that based on plan L-100.1, revision date of 10/31/15 labeled Development Plan, by from Matt Vredenburgh Landscape Architect, to recommend to the Village Board of Trustees approval of the zoning change to planned district for the application from Good Nature Brewing with the following recommended uses associated with an on-site micro-brewery: warehouse, office, tavern (food prep/service and amplified sound), agriculture, utility, live music/concerts/festivals, banquets and events (implies amplified sound), retail, farm or micro-brewery; zoning change to be contingent on pedestrian access to be finalized by the Planning Board.  The motion was seconded by Member Eberhardt and unanimously carried.
New Business
Possible project review of Chuck Fox on Maple Ave: Mr. Fox explained the proposed plan as outlined in submitted documents from Bruce Ward, Architect, dated Oct. 22, 2015, A-1 Basement Plan; A-2 Ground Flr Demolition Plan; A-3 Proposed Ground Flr Plan; A-4 Main Apartment Level; A-5 Loft Bedrooms Level; A-6 Elevations; A-7 Wall Sections, Side Walls; A-8 Wall Sections, End Walls.  A bakery is planned for the ground floor with 2-4 bedroom apartments on the second floor.  Mr. Fox has sent a letter to the Village Board of Trustees asking for relief to the current moratorium on new boardinghouses.  Mr. Fox stated that the intent is to raise the roof 4’ to 6’.  He is asking for a recommendation from the Planning Board.  Currently is complies with the existing code and is the “spirit” of the proposed code.  Currently in the B1 zone.  Land Use 13, 62A and 59 were discussed.  There is no parking requirement.  
A motion was made by Member Eberhardt that the finding of the Planning Board of the proposed use of 7 Maple Ave, based on documents submitted dated 10/22/15, that the proposed use is considered compatible with the current zoning and proposed new zoning.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.

The next meeting will be December 9, 2015 at 7:00p.m. at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Eberhardt made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Newman and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
