APPROVED MINUTES
PRESENT:  Chairman Bob McVaugh; Members: Jerry Fuller, Ben Barrett; CEO Paul McGinnis; Trustee Margaret Miller

PUBLIC PRESENT: Wesley Wendt; Aaron Falkenmeyer, Delta Engineering.

Chairman McVaugh called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m..

Approval of Agenda

The agenda was approved as written.

Approval of Minutes

Regular Meeting of November 18, 2010 - A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the November 18, 2010, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and unanimously carried.

Unfinished  Business

Wendt University Inn-Proposed Expansion, Site Plan

Chairman McVaugh stated a short EAF was completed at the October 2010 meeting and was forwarded to the County, the DOT, and to the Town of Madison.  The Town and County had no response.  The DOT has no concerns.  Chairman McVaugh stated enough time has elapsed to complete the EAF.

Aaron Falkenmeyer, from Delta Engineering, presented plans, dated December 13, 2010, proposed site plan C104.  The new plans include: a buffer strip, northside parking spaces (addressed and labeled), location of the dumpster (contacted DPW, must follow Village regulations and will need to enclose and screen.  Will be revisited at next meeting), buried propane tank, a stormwater report (furnished to substantiate size), impervious surface increase of 50%, relocation of lighting (matched existing lights).  Member Fuller expressed concern with buses idling and the potential for air and noise pollution.  Location of the Inn will limit this.  Trustee Miller stated there is Federal regulations regarding running time.

SEQR Consideration
Chairman McVaugh stated there has been no expressed concerns by the other agencies.  He recapped the Boards concerns of traffic, drainage, and lighting.

A motion was made by Member Barrett stating all concerns, traffic, drainage and lighting, have been addressed based on proposed site plan dated December 13, 2010, labeled C104, and that is the foundation for a negative declaration.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

Explanation
The expansion of the retaining basin, distribution of lighting and parking resulting in no adverse affects.  SEQR was signed by Chairman McVaugh.

A motion was made by Member Fuller to approve the Special Permit for the addition to the Wendt University Inn, following the proposed site plan of December 13, 2010, labeled C104, with previous modifications.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and unanimously carried.

All Members agreed this is a B2 zone.  Code 174.47B was referenced.

Member Barrett made a motion stating should the annexation process go to completion, that the property in question is recommended to be B2.  The motion was seconded by Member Fuller and unanimously carried.

New Business
Trustee Miller reported the MUC would like to start replacing approximately 27 street lights along Broad Street that are in need of repair.  She is requesting input from the PB. She stated she did forward information from CHIPPO to the Board.  Chairman McVaugh stated CHIPPO, because of no state or federal funding, believes they are not part of the process, but are willing to provide advice.  The Board discussed the purpose of the lights and stated 12B cannot be darkened because of pedestrian traffic.  Trustee Miller stated the 5 Way Intersection Task Force is discussing this with the DOT. Possible funding through the IEEP was discussed.  Height and style was discussed.

Next meeting is scheduled for January 27, 2011, at 7:00pm, at the Village Courthouse.

There being no further business to come before the Planning Board, Member Fuller made a motion to adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Member Barrett and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
