MAYOR MILLER’s REPORT 
Colgate Upstate Institute: No report
Bridges: No report
HBA: The Mayor expressed thanks to our Village crews for our beautiful Christmas tree and park lights.   And thanks also to the Hamilton Business Alliance and Rotary for the Night of Lights event, several Saturday events with Santa at the Hamilton Center for the Arts and the wagon rides.
Hamilton Initiative: No report.
July 4th Committee: No report.
Colgate: Chief Gifford, Jim Stokes, Administrator Graham and the Mayor met with two Colgate faculty members  - Kezia Page, Sio Chair in Diversity and Community and Susan Thomson to discuss police relationship with students.  The discussion concluded with the offer from Professor Page for the Chief Gifford to walk around campus with her and the Chief Gifford offered for Professor Page to ride with our officers.
Chief Gifford and the Mayor attended Spring Party Weekend Stakeholder meeting.  The weekend will be April 24 and 25 with the major concert on Saturday.
Town of Hamilton: The Mayor attended the Town of Hamilton Board meeting. They are in the process of purchasing the yellow depot building on Milford Street for their Town offices.
The Mayor attended a Legislative Breakfast at Morrisville State College hosted by President Bill Murabito.  Several of the College Deans provided updates on their mission, goals and outcomes.  They require a one semester internships for most of their four year majors and they are working with Cambridge Education Group to recruit international students.  As part of SUNY 2020 they plan to build a 750KW digester and they are working to have a pilot brewing plant in cooperation with the Copper Turret. 
Deer: Yesterday Peter Darby, Cat Cadelus, Ian Helfant and the Mayor met with Brian Hutzley to ask if Colgate will be a partner in a deer management plan for our community.  Cat will send Brian the facts about our deer population including statistics, science and best practices to review with President Herbst.

Terminal Hangar Grant: We received word today that we were awarded a $400,000.00 grant (with a 10% match) to refurbish the terminal.

TRUSTEE CARTER’s REPORT  
Village Court: This month’s court reports indicate that 65 cases involving 44 persons were heard by the two justices.  Of the cases heard, ten were dismissed and eleven were reduced to lesser offenses.  Traffic violations accounted for the greatest number of cases heard but there were a few cases of trespassing as well as disorderly conduct and two cases of burglary.

Village Fire Dept: No report.

Pedestrian Safety Committee: The most recent meeting of the committee was on December 16th at 4:15 in the Village Office.
Public Relations: Information about the November meetings of the Board appeared in the most recent Mid-York Weekly, December 11th.
Farmers’ Market: No report
Community Coalition (Bridges):  The group met on December 1st at 2:00 pm in the library.  Teams were formed to brainstorm and collect information.  The team to which Trustee Carter was assigned had the task of reaching out to various community constituents to see what problems there might be with alcohol and drug abuse among our youth.  When the group meets again, information gleaned by each group will be shared in an effort to determine how the coalition might best help to address the needs of the community.
TRUSTEE KLIMAN’s REPORT
Library Board: The new Library Trustee (completing Dick Carroll’s term) is Maureen Wallace.  
The Library Director and staff are continuing to prepare for the eventual audit.  A “cash handling” process has been the thorniest issue, and Treasurer Henderson has been very helpful to Director Virgil with this.  The policy they have worked out is according to “best practices” from the Village’s auditor.  Good news is that Leslie Pasco at the Colgate Bookstore is eager to increase the bookstore’s involvement in the community.  Director Virgil and Leslie Pasco have come to an agreement that a percentage of all bookstore transactions will be donated to the Library.  The exact amount has not been determined yet.  The bookstore will also do much more advertising about the Library’s services.

The Library’s fiscal year begins on June 1st.  The Board reviewed the preliminary budget, and will give final approval at the February Board meeting, after which it will go to the Village.  Director Virgil has asked for a 3% increase in wages for all staff members; this was unanimously approved by the Board.

Work on the Library as part of the Construction Grant began the last week of November; the automatic door openers are expected to arrive on December 18, and be installed shortly thereafter.  Then the Library will be truly handicapped accessible!  Also as part of the grant, Dan and Carol Saulsgiver will soon begin re-painting the wall in the Community Room that is used for projecting, as well as a wall in the children’s section.  They are donating their labor.

Historical Commission: Will meet next Monday.  Meanwhile, Jack Loop has been corresponding with a son of John Asanov, who lived on Preston Hill and was the first person to be actually credited with inventing the computer.  John had some connection with Colgate, and Colgate is planning a ceremony with presentation of a plaque this Spring.  The Commission is involved, and the biggest issue is that no one remaining in the family, or at Colgate, can figure out exactly where he lived.
Recreation Commission: No report
Parks Advisory Committee: No report
Trails Committee: There continue to be questions about the Airport fence and what will happen to the trail on NextDoorHamilton.  The Airport Commission has written an article about the fence and trail to allay concerns that the trail will be no more, and why the fence is needed, which will appear in the Village’s official newspapers.
Friends of the Symphony: No report.
Shared Services Committee: No report
Zoning Board of Appeals: No report.
ZRC: Continues to meet twice/wk., often for 3 hrs. each time.  We are making lots of progress, but every new decision seems to raise another question or issue about its impact on neighborhoods and/or the village.  

REPORT FROM ZRC
1) We’re working largely on the residential front now, looking into ways of increasing density of family residential use of the residential zones of the village.

2) We’re considering some reorganization of the residential regulations to clarify the fundamental distinctions between family, functional family and group residence use, and those associated with dormitories, fraternities and sororities, boarding houses, rooming houses, motels, bed & breakfasts, and hotels.  The full consequences of such distinctions could be extensive and possibly controversial, so we don’t want to share particulars until we’ve examined as many as possible.

3) We’re looking at expanding the significance of owner-occupied and non-owner-occupied dwellings within the use regulations.  Again, we haven’t fully examined all the consequences, but there seem to be many advantages of this strategy which would support the Master Plan.

4) We’re reviewing density regulations in the business districts, especially regulatory options which would support positive expansion of density, without relying exclusively on the somewhat limited tool of dwelling unit by square footage of its lot.  To this end, we’re exploring measures used by other communities of Hamilton’s approximate size.

5)  Finally, we’re working hard to clarify when a residential rental becomes commercial and thus, impacts the neighbors.
TRUSTEE LURA’S REPORT
MUC: 
1.  The MUC approved the budget for the gas utility and recommend its approval by the BOT.

2.  MUC approved two short-time winter hires during January.

3.  The MUC approved the job description for the hiring of additional utility workers.

4.  The RFP for examining the structural needs for the office bldg. has been completed.

5.  The quote for the MUC banners was approved.

6.  The MUC recommended approving the audit contract with SaxBST.

7.  The Commission reviewed the proposal for additional gas training for staff and employee and asked for additional information.

8.  A request to install fiber optic cable was received, and Administrator Graham will follow it up.  They may need a franchise to install it.

9.  Administrator Graham will update the Board on the gas project.

Streets, Sidewalks and Streetscape: No report. 
DPW and Solid Waste Management: 
1.  Snow removal.  The storm total was 22".

2.  Colgate and Town of Eaton are now purchasing salt brine. 

3.  The crew has been helping out with the gas project and at the airport.

4.  A new trail has been built at the rear of Vantine's connecting to the main trail from the Courthouse.  It forms a loop.

5.  They are also working on the trail at the southern end of the runway replacing the trail section that is now inside the security fence.

6.  They will be working on the trail change on the west side as time permits.  There will a cleared area alongside the fence.

7.  The building s complete with all the trucks now indoors.  The two packer trucks are kept in the salt brine building.

Madison Street Cemetery: No report
PCD: 
1.  The PCD continues to work on their "vision" statement to guide them in their activities for the next few years.  The goal is to concentrate primarily on housing and economic development.

2.  They will be meeting with the three Principal partners CEOs—Colgate President Herbst, Town Supervisor Swartz, and Mayor Miller--to discuss it and to review funding levels.  The Town has approved raising their annual donation to $28,000 annually, with the expectation that the Village will do the same.

TRUSTEE SERVEDIO’s REPORT
Hamilton Police Department: Still dealing with understaffing. Officer Mlasgar is out until January 15.  Office Janczuk will be out 4-6 weeks for knee surgery beginning January 6. 

Airport/Airpark Commission:  Publicity for the new security fence was put on the Village website, the Airport website and in the local newspapers.  Plans for the new security substation are with the DOT and will hopefully go out to bid in January.

The DiNardo contract has been sent to the BOT for review and approval.  Google maps - newer Google maps are correct but there is still a problem with older maps still online.  The new apron is complete -striping will be done in the spring.  Bid for the new 8-10 bay hangar is expected to go out in January.
 
Tree Committee:  From Greg Owens-Please advise the Board not to plant ash trees. Jerry from County Line Tree Nursery thinks it's ok to plant this species but Mr. Owens strongly disagrees. He is available to assist in any future planting efforts.

Campus Safety: Campus Safety will be holding diversity training in January for their staff and have invited HPD to attend.

Deer Task Force: The task force met on November 19 - examined the notes from the previous meeting.  We are waiting to hear from the DEC about options.

Planning Board:  The Planning Board made a motion to approve the MacKinnon subdivision pending the format and content of the approved reciprocal easement by the village attorney.
Hamilton Initiative - site plan review for the former Curtain Call building.  The PB made a motion to approve the site plan contingent on submission of new site plans showing the additions requested on the exterior of the building (condenser, air unit, ducts, grease trap, propane tank, garbage) - also pending Don Forth's approval.

NEW BUSINESS
1. Time Warner Cable Agreement: Attorney Stokes reported a letter has been sent to them, no word yet.
2. 4-Way Stop: Jim Napoleon gave an overview of his report to the Board. He stated the NYS DOT 2012 report was in error.  The volume used was based on 2.5hours, but calculated as 1 hour.  After observing this intersection he made several observations: the main issue is site distance, no children under second grade walk alone, pedestrians crossed diagonally, U-turns or k-turns were numerous, speed is not a factor, vehicles in front of the Eatery backed out onto Lebanon Street, and the number of accidents is minimal, the fire department uses this intersection for 40% of their calls.
His recommendations were:
a) remove the northernmost parking space along the easterly side of Maple Ave.
b) Reposition the northernmost parking space along the westerly side of Maple Ave to a location no closer than 15 feet from the crosswalk

c) Change the sign on the south side of Lebanon Street immediately west of Maple Ave to “No Stopping Here to Corner”
d) Install crosshatch pavement markings in the areas where parking and stopping is to be prohibited in recommendations 1, 2 and 3

e) Maintain highly reflective crosswalk pavement markings at the intersection

f) Change the Pedestrian Crossing (W11A-2 and, W16-7P) warning signs facing both directions of Lebanon Street traffic to regulatory 9R1-5c) “STOP HERE FOR PEDESTRIANS” signs.

g) Several “Parking” signs in the area do not adequately describe the area being controlled.  The addition of Left, Right or Two-way Arrows or the “Here to Corner” message is suggested.

h) Better coordinate the locations where Fire Department personnel paint various lengths of curbing yellow with the posted Parking regulation signage
A motion was made by Trustee Lura to implement the recommendations given by Mr. Napoleon as soon as possible with a review in the summer.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Kliman and unanimously carried.
3. Building Permit Review-CEO Don Forth: The Board approved the new permit and authorized its use effective immediately. 
4. Rental Inspections: CEO Forth is proposing that all rental property be inspected.  Mayor Miller gave the Board members a copy of the proposed inspection packet.  Attorney Stokes referenced Chapter 73, stating all multiple dwellings should be inspected.  Trustee Lura asked about Madison Lane and dormitories. 
5. Ambulance District: The Mayor reported the Town of Hamilton has set up an ambulance district that will be on the town & county taxes. The Village will need to consent to the district.  
6. Executive Session: A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to enter into an executive session at 8:11pm to discuss contractual matters.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Servedio and unanimously carried.  A motion was made by Trustee Kliman to exit the executive session at 8:35pm.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Carter and unanimously carried.

Marketing and Sales of Airpark Properties

WHEREAS, the Commission, with the assistance of the Village Attorney, has developed a contract for the Broker’s services; and

WHEREAS, under the terms of the contract, the Broker agrees to actively promote the sale of the Village owned parcels available for development to promote the Village’s goals and objectives for the Airpark, and the Village agrees to reimburse the Broker for his out of pocket marketing costs, not to exceed three thousand five hundred dollars ($3,500.00), and also pay Broker a seven percent (7%) commission on properties sold by the Broker as more particularly set forth in the contract; and

WHEREAS, the Commission has recommended to the Board of Trustees that the Village enter into the contract with Broker; now

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Hamilton Board of Trustees authorizes and approves the contract with David Dinardo and 6018 Properties, LLC for real estate marketing and brokerage services, and that the Mayor be, and hereby is authorized to execute the agreement in the form recommended by the Commission and the Village Attorney, a copy of which is attached to, and made a part of this resolution.
